JANUARY 7, 1980

The city council met in regular session on Monday January 7, 1980 in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 7:05 PM by Mayor Knapp with Trustees Hilgren, Knox, Charbonneau and Lindgren present.  None were absent.

Also present were Tom Myers of The Independent, Tom Augustin of Larson-Peterson and Associates, Lucille Randolph of the Nutrition Center, Harold Krueger from the Fire Department and city employees Fred Melle, Clayton Olson, Clinton Meissner, Raymond Briese, and Joanne Moske.

Harold Krueger presented the Fire Department bill for fire service for 1979 and informed the council that the annual firemen’s meeting would be held in the City Hall on Friday January 11, 1980.

Clayton Olson asked about his wages for 1980.  He was informed that he would receive $831.00 per month and that he would only have to go on ambulance runs between 8:00 AM and 5:00PM from Monday to Friday, besides his regular daily work for the city.  He said that this was satisfactory.

Lucille Randolph informed the council that Federal Grants for Nutrition Centers in this region are now available and that applications must be sent to the proper office by April 1, 1980.  This region has been allotted $49,000.00, which will be distributed according to priorities.  The City must supply 25% of the project.  This can be in cash, labor, or property.  After a lengthy discussion, a motion to pass the following resolution was made by Trustee Knox:

WHEREAS, the Senior Citizens Nutrition Center is presently housed on the second floor of the City Hall in Parkers Prairie:

AND WHEREAS, This Nutrition Center does not meet with Federal or State specifications and will therefore have to find other quarters:

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PARKERS PRAIRIE, MINNESOTA, that the City of Parkers Prairie support and application for Title 3 funds for a Senior Citizens Nutrition Center and Community Building.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Hilgren.  Upon call of the motion, those voting in favor were Trustees Knox, Hilgren, Lindgren and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion was declared carried.

Tom Augustin gave each of the council members a book of the Preliminary Plans for Step #1 Waste Water Treatment Facilities, Project No. C-271235-01.  He and the council read and discussed these plans at length.  A motion was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to hold a public hearing on this Preliminary Facilities Plan at 7:00 PM on Monday, March 3, 1980, in the City Hall.  The clerk is to advertise this in The Independent on January 24 and January 31 as follows:

FACILITIES PLANNING OF WASTE WATER TREATMENT FACILITIES

CITY OF PARKERS PRAIRIE

A public meeting will be held at 7:00 PM on Monday, March 3, 1980, in the City Hall to discuss planning of wastewater treatment facilities.  A Preliminary Facilities Plan is on file and may be viewed at the Office of the City Clerk.

The hearing is being held per 40 CFE 35.917-5 Public Participation.  Individuals or groups interested in facilities planning may be heard at the meeting.

Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Lindgren, Charbonneau, and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Clinton Meissner then asked the council if he could hire Gust Krause occasionally to help in emergencies for moving snow, etc.  The council gave him permission to do so.  He then told the council that the International truck, which is used for plowing snow, is in need of a few repairs.  He said that the clutch slips and a few other repairs should be made.  The council agreed that this should be repaired.  He then asked the council for a 13% raise.  After a short discussion, the council refused this request.

Fred Melle then asked the council for a raise in salary of 13% for himself and a 10% raise in salary plus 6 days off per month for Merna Uttermark.  After a short discussion, no action was taken.

Raymond Briese then asked the council for a salary of $1,000.00 per month.  After a short discussion, no action was taken on this.

Joanne Moske then asked the council to raise the wages of part-time help to $3.65 instead of $3.50 per hour as offered by the council.  There was considerable discussion of this and other salaries.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to change the salaries as proposed in the meeting of December 12, 1979, and to pay the salaries for 1980 as follows:

Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Lindgren, Charbonneau and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to accept the minutes of the regular meeting of December 10, 1979, and the special meeting of December 12, 1979.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Hilgren, Knox and Lindgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

General bills numbered one through fifty-one were read.  A motion was make by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to allow General bills numbered one through fifty-one as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Lindgren, Knox and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Ambulance bills numbered one through six were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Lindgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to allow Ambulance bills numbered one through six as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Lindgren, Knox, Hilgren and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Liquor bills numbered one through fifty-five were then read.  A motion was make by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to all Liquor bills numbered one through fifty-five as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Hilgren, Knox and Lindgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was make by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
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
