JANUARY 9, 1980

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Wednesday, January 9, 1980, in the council room, to hold a hearing on 3.2 beer license applications and any other business that might be presented.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Knapp with Trustees Hilgren, Lindgren, Charbonneau and Knox present.  None were absent.

The applications were presented as follows:

Harris Rademacher, On and Off Sale license for the Ponderosa Bar and Grill, Lot 3, Block 31, Lakeview Addition.  There being no objections, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to grant these licenses.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau, Lindgren and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carries.

Arlis Knudson, On and Off Sale License for Nibbler’s Inn, Lot 10, Block 23, Lakeview Addition.  There being no objections, a motion was made by Trustee Lindgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to grant these licenses.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Lindgren, Knox, Charbonneau, and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Duane Kope, Off Sale License for Duane’s Mobil and Quick Stop, Lots 3 and 4, McMahon’s Addition.  There being no objections, a motion was made by Trustee Lindgren and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to grant this license.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Lindgren, Hilgren, Charbonneau and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Nan Miller, On and Off Sale license for Ernies, Lot 2, Block 31, Lakeview Addition.  There being no objections and motion was make by Trustees Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to grant these licenses.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Lindgren, Knox, and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Sandra L. Plauck, On Sale license for Sandee’s Café, Lots 17 and 18, Block 31, Lakeview Addition.  There being no objections, a motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Knox to grant this license.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Knox, Hilgren and Lindgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The council then discussed a set-up ordinance but came to no decision so they tabled this question for the present.

Trustee Knox informed the council that the flashing traffic signal on Soo Street and Otter Avenue has been broken and because of its age, no parts can be purchased for repairs.  A motion was therefore made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to purchase a new flashing traffic signal to be installed in the place of the old one.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Charbonneau, Lindgren and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
