FEBRUARY 4, 1980

The City Council met in regular session on Monday, February 4, 1980, in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Knapp with Trustees Lindgren, Hilgren, Knox and Charbonneau present; none were absent.

Mayor Knapp, having a sore throat, appointed Trustee Lindgren to chair the meeting.

Also present at the meeting were Tom Myers, John Barrows, Fred Melle, and Frank Child.

John Barrows told the council that he is not satisfied with his salary of $880.00 per month.  He said that he wanted a salary of $925.00 per month and that if the council refused this, he would terminate his employment with the city beginning February 15, 1980.  A discussion followed and the council decided to table this question until later in the meeting.

Frank Child asked the council to raise his salary from $3.65 per hour to $4.00 per hour plus $5.00 per month clothing allowance.  After some discussion on the subject, a motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Knox to pay Frank Child $3.65 per hour plus $15.00 per month clothing allowance.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Knox, and Hilgren, and Mayor Knapp; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Fred Melle and Frank Child then asked the council to consider installing some other communications system which, when the public wishes to communicate with the police department, would not have to come through the phone in the liquor store.  No suggestions were made as to how to accomplish this.

Fred Melle then told the council that when the snow melted the water went through the cement block walls and that it was on the floor in his office.  It was decided that Trustees Knox, Hilgren and Lindgren would see what could be done to correct this problem.

General bills numbered one through fifty-three were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Knox to allow general bills numbered one through fifty-three.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Knox, and Hilgren and Mayor Knapp; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Ambulance bills numbered one through six were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Knox to allow ambulance bills numbered one through six.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Knox, and Hilgren, and Mayor Knapp; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Liquor bills numbered one through forty-four were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to allow liquor bills numbered one through forty-four.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau, and Knox and Mayor Knapp; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The council then discussed the salary ultimatum of John Barrows.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to leave this salary at $880.00 per month.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau, and Knox and Mayor Knapp; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

It was noted that Merna Uttermark has one day per week off from duty.  After a short discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Knox to allow her to take off one extra day per month.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Knox and Hilgren and Mayor Knapp; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of January 7, 1980, and the special meeting of January 9, 1980.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Hilgren and Knox and Mayor Knapp; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

These appointments were accepted by the members of the city council.

The clerk reported that wood combination storm and screen windows for the second floor of the city hall would cost about $75.00 each.  After a short discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to purchase these windows for the West side of the city hall and one for the kitchen and to have Roy Barrows fit and install them.  Voting is favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Knox and Charbonneau and Mayor Knapp; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to pay for the remodeling of the second floor of the city hall with Revenue Sharing monies.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Knox and Charbonneau and Mayor Knapp; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to transfer $5,000.00 from the liquor fund to the general fund, and to transfer $2,000.00 from the general fund to the fire department fund.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Charbonneau, and Hilgren and Mayor Knapp; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
