FEBRUARY 16, 1980

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Saturday, February 16, 1980, in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 10:30 AM by Mayor Knapp with Trustees Knox, Hilgren and Lindgren present.  Trustee Charbonneau was absent.

The council discussed hiring a bartender to replace John Barrows.  Four applications had been received thus far; they were from Raymond Koehler, Joyce Vogt, Donovan Payne and Russell Wells.  It was decided to have the Trustees Hilgren and Knox contact Donovan Payne to interview him.  They will do this in the afternoon.  The clerk reported that Richard Zweig of the Pin Ball Palace has the following equipment in the Youth Center; 1 juke box, 1 pool table and 16 games of skill.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to issue licenses for this as follows: 1 juke box $12.00, 1 pool table $10.00, 16 games of skill as follows $24.00 a piece for the first 5 games and $5.00 each for the other 11 games of skill.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Lindgren and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
