MARCH 3, 1980

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in regular session on Monday, March 3, 1980, in the council room.  The meeting was called to order by Acting Mayor Lindgren with Trustees Hilgren, Knox and Charbonneau present.  Mayor Knapp was absent.  Also present were Tom Myers of The Independent and Tom Augustin, Engineer from Larson-Peterson and Associates.

The first order of business was the hearing on the Waste Water Treatment Facilities as advertised per 40 CFE 35.917-5 Public Participation.  There were no interested individuals or groups in attendance.  Mr. Augustin then read and explained the Waste Water Treatment alternatives.  The council asked him a number of questions and the alternatives were discussed.  Mr. Augustin also told the council that another meeting would have to be held on this subject after test wells have been sunk and samples tested.  The meeting will probably be held some time in June of 1980.  Mr. Augustin then left and the council continued with its regular monthly meeting.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to accept the minutes of the regular meeting of February 4, 1980, and the special meeting of February 16, 1980.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Knox, and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

General bills numbered one through fifty-six were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to allow General bills numbered one through fifty-six as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Hilgren and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Ambulance bills numbered one through six were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to allow ambulance bills numbered one through six as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Charbonneau, and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Liquor bills numbered one through fifty were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to allow liquor bills numbered one through fifty as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Hilgren and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Arlo Peterson of Peterson Carpet Service was present and showed some sample carpets with which to cover part of the walls in the liquor store.  After some discussion it was decided to not install carpeting on the liquor store walls because the carpeting would probably retain smoke odors more than the present wall paneling does.

The Clerk presented 12 application for the bartender position vacated by John Barrows.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to contact the references given on these applications and to meet in special session on Tuesday, March 11, 1980, in the council room to discuss the hiring of a person for this position at that time.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Knox and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to transfer $10,000.00 from the Liquor Fund to the General Fund and to transfer $1,500.00 from the General Fund to the Fire Department Fund and $1,500.00 from the General Fund to the City share of PERA & FICA Fund.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
