MARCH 11, 1980

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Tuesday, March 11, 1980, in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Knapp with Trustees Hilgren, Knox, Charbonneau, and Lindgren present.  None were absent.

The council discussed hiring a bartender to take the place vacated by John Barrows.  The council having previously contacted some of the references given on the applications narrowed the field of 14 applicants down to only 2, Herbert Guenther and Linda Fiedler.  Both had been asked to attend the meeting but only Mr. Guenther attended.  After a discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to hire Herbert Guenther to be a bartender in the liquor store at a salary of $850.00 for the first month and $880.00 per month thereafter.  He is to begin employment with the City on March 17, 1980, and work 6 days per week.  He is to receive two weeks vacation after one year of employment.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Lindgren, Knox and Charbonneau; opposed – none.   The motion carried.

Trustee Knox informed the council that he had asked the Lampert Building Center for an estimate for construction of a building to house the Senior Citizens Nutrition Center.  The building is to be 24 ft. by 100 ft. and would be built on Lot 1, Block 31, Lakeview Addition.  He plans on having this information for the next regular meeting of the City Council.

The council then discussed the summer recreation program for 1980.  School District #547 will be in charge of this program.  A motion was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to have the City pledge $500.00 toward the summer recreation program.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Hilgren, Charbonneau and Lindgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
