APRIL 7, 1980

The City Council met in regular session on Monday, April 7, 1980, in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Knapp with Trustees Lindgren, Hilgren, Knox, and Charbonneau present.  None were absent.

Also present were Tom Myers, David Madson, Gene Payne, Richard Brenner, Harold Krueger, David Payne, and Pat Looker.

Richard Brenner informed the council that he would soon have his house completed and would like to have the council consider extending the water main on Oak Street so that he could hook up to city water.  After some consideration, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to extend the water main on Oak Street from its present position to the corner of Oak Street and Fourth Avenue.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Knox, Charbonneau and Lindgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

David Madson and Gene Payne, representing the Commercial Club asked the council for permission for the Commercial Club to hold a carnival in the park on August 5 and 6.  A motion was make by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to grant this permission with the condition that the Commercial Club supply Mayor Knapp with proof of liability insurance for this event.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Lindgren, Charbonneau and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Harold Krueger then told the council that an informational meeting on fire contracts and fore service will be held at the Fire Hall in Eagle Bend on Wednesday, April 16 at 7:00 PM.  He stated that he had informed the townships that have fire contracts with the city of this meeting and that many of their members intend to attend this meeting.  The council members said that they also would attend this meeting.

David Payne and Pat Looker, representing the women’s softball team, asked the council for permission to hold a women’s soft ball tournament in the ball park on May 24 and 25.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to grant this permission.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Lindgren, Knox and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The council then discussed appointing someone to be in charge of the ballpark.  Mayor Knapp was given permission to discuss this position with LuVoy Lage and to offer him $50.00 for the year if he would assume this position.

A motion was made by Trustee Lindgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to accept the minutes of the regular meeting of March 3, and the special meeting of March 11, 1980.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Lindgren, Charbonneau, Hilgren and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

General bills numbered one through fifty-five were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to allow general bills numbered one through fifty-five as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Lindgren, Knox and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Ambulance bills numbered one through seven were then presented.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to allow ambulance bills numbered one through seven as presented.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau, Knox and Lindgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Liquors bills numbered one through fifty-two were then presented.  A motion was made by Trustee Lindgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to allow liquor bills numbered one through fifty-two as presented.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Lindgren, Knox, Charbonneau and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The clerk informed the council that he had been informed by the County Assessor that the Board of Equalization would meet in the council room on Wednesday, May 14, 1980, from 10:00 AM to 12:00 noon.

Trustee Knox then told the council that he had been informed that some of the Elm Trees in the city are infested with Dutch Elm Disease.  He has done some studying of this problem and presented each of the council members with a copy of the Alexandria Ordinance for the prevention and control of Dutch Elm and other epidemic tree diseases.  He also informed the council that a seminar on this subject is being held in Detroit Lakes on April 8.  After some discussion, the council granted Trustee Knox permission to attend this seminar if he could arrange to do so.

Preliminary plans for a Community Center Building to house the Senior Citizens Nutrition Center, etc. were presented to the council.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to accept the preliminary plans for a Community Center Building to be built on Lot 1, Block 31, Lakeview Addition, pending approval of a Federal or State Grant and acceptance of a grant by the City Council for this building.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Lindgren, Charbonneau and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion to adjourn was made by Trustee Charbonneau.  This was seconded by Trustee Lindgren and passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
