MAY 16, 1980

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Friday, May 16, 1980, in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM by Mayor Knapp with Trustees Lindgren, Knox, Charbonneau and Hilgren present.  None were absent.

There was a lengthy discussion about the new booths in the liquor store.  It was decided to take the new booths out and replace them with the old ones until other booths can be ordered.  It was decided that Trustees Knox and Hilgren would order new booths.  Mayor Knapp offered to assist in bringing the old booths back into the store.

A discussion was held on the recommendation of the Board of Review, held on May 14, 1980.  It was recommended that the valuation of panel #124A of Bertha Thoennes, Dennis Wenzel be lowered from $15,000.00 to $14,000.00 and that panel #171, Arnold Larson, be raised from $22,675.00 to $25,000.00 and panel #287, Diane Riedel, be raised from $10,810.00 to $13,000.00.  A motion was made by Trustee Knox to make the foregoing changes and to have the clerk report it to the County Assessor.  This was seconded by Trustee Lindgren.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Lindgren, Charbonneau and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
