JUNE 23, 1980

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Monday, June 23, 1980, in the council room.  The meeting was called to ordered 9:30 PM by Mayor Knapp with Trustees Lindgren, Hilgren and Knox present.  Trustee Charbonneau was absent.

The committee for the Multi-Purpose Senior Citizens and Nutrition Center consisting of Trustees Knox and Hilgren reported that they had met with the Parkers Prairie School District #547 Board and have negotiated to purchase one of the potable school buildings used as classrooms.  They offered $10,000.00 for this building, which offer was accepted by the School Board.

A motion was made by Trustee Lindgren to pass the following Resolution:

WHEREAS, the Senior Citizens Nutrition Center must be moved out of the second floor of the City Hall because it does not meet with Federal and/or State specifications for this type of operation.

AND WHEREAS, the City has been awarded a Federal Grant of $20,000.00 for a new building.

AND WHEREAS, the City can purchase a portable school room from School District #547, which can be moved onto City property and remodeled to meet the specifications for a Senior Citizens Nutrition Center.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Parkers Prairie, Minnesota,

That the City purchase the aforementioned portable building from School District #547 at a cost of $10,000.00.

The motion for the Resolution was seconded by Trustee Hilgren.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Lindgren, Hilgren and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

After a short discussion on the old fire hall doors, a motion was made by Trustee Lindgren and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to have the Clerk advertise these doors, 4 doors 10 x 10 including hardware, and to accept sealed bids on same until 7:00 PM Monday, July 7, 1980, with the council reserving the right to reject all bids.  The bids to be opened during the regular meeting on this day.

Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Lindgren, Hilgren and Knox; opposed – none.   The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to Adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
