JULY 7, 1980

The City Council of the City of Parkers Prairie met in regular session on Monday, July 7, 1980, in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Knapp with Trustees Lindgren, Hilgren, Charbonneau and Knox present.  None were absent.

Also present were Tom Augustin of Larson-Peterson and Associates, Police Chief Fred Melle, Nan Miller, Sandra Plauch and Richard Brenner.

Tom Augustin presented copies of the soil boring test results for the Wastewater Treatment Facilities Irrigation Study.  He and the council discussed this at length.  He also informed the council that a public hearing will have to be held to discuss the proposed alternatives to the wastewater treatment facilities.  This hearing requires that a notice be published at least 45 days prior to the hearing.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox that the clerk shall have the following Notice of Public Hearing printed in The Independent.

Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Knox, Charbonneau and Lindgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Mr. Augustin presented the reports on the proposed storm sewer and blacktopping of several streets as per resolution of June 2, 1980.  After some discussion, the council decided that the proposed storm sewer on the Brenner Addition should be extended, West to Fourth Street and then approximately 300 feet North on Fourth Street from Oak Street.  A motion to this effect was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Charbonneau, Hilgren and Lindgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Trustee Charbonneau reported that Melvin Henning would blade and apply chloride on Sunset Avenue from Commercial Street to Florence Street to keep down the dust at a cost of about $100.00.  A motion was made by Trustee Lindgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to have Melvin Henning perform this work.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Lindgren, Charbonneau, Knox and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Sandra Plauch asked the council if they had considered passing a set-up ordinance.  After some discussion a motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Knox to hold a special meeting on Thursday, July 10, 1980, at 6:00 PM in the council room to further discuss the sample ordinance for set-up licenses.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Knox, Lindgren and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Nan Miller then asked the council if she needed a permit to sell used books in her place of business known as Ernies.  She was informed that no permit was needed.

Richard Brenner asked if the council had all the Easements signed so that the street on the South edge of Brenner’s Addition can be graded.  He was informed that not all of the Easements had been signed and that it sounded as though some landowners might refuse to sign these Easements.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to pay $50.00 for the land acquired from each land owner signing the necessary Easements.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Hilgren, Lindgren, and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to consult Attorney Sorlie about the problems relating to the easements needed to acquire the land for the proposed Oak Street South of Brenners Addition.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau, Knox and Lindgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Mayor Knapp informed the council that he would sign the easement for his property needed for Oak Street after all of the rest of the affected land owners have signed the easements for their properties.

Police Chief Fred Melle informed the council that Merna Uttermark has resigned as police officer effective July 18 and that she is taking a similar position in Osakis, Minnesota.  He told the council that he would contact the Alexandria Law Enforcement School to try to get a replacement for Miss Uttermark.

Fred Melle also reported that the police car is in need of repairs and that he had an estimate for repairs and overhaul of the car, which amounts to $1,274.40.  He suggested that the council buy a new car rather than spend that much money on a car that already has over 60,000 miles.  After discussing at length, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to repair the police car by putting on new shock absorbers brakes, 2 tail pipes and repairing the steering gear.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Knox, Charbonneau and Lindgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A hearing was then held on Ordinance #61 entitled “An Ordinance for the Prevention and Control of Dutch Elm and Other Epidemic Shade Tree Diseases” as advertised in The Independent of June 26, 1980.  There being no objections, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to pass this Ordinance #61 as printed.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau, Lindgren and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A hearing was then held on the resolution designating Sub Lot A, of Gov’t Lot 22, Sect 22, Twp 131, Rng 37, a commercial zone.  This also was advertised in The Independent on June 26, 1980.  There being no objections, a motion was made by Trustee Lindgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to pass this resolution as printed.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Lindgren, Charbonneau, Knox and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The clerk reported that he had received no bids for the doors that were on the fire hall.

Trustee Knox told the council that in order for the City to get State Aid to replace shade trees that have to be cut down because of Dutch Elm or Other Epidemic Diseases, the City will have to start a Reforestation Tree Fund, and he suggested it be started with $1,500.00.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox that the clerk be instructed to begin a fund for the Reforestation of shade trees and to transfer $1,500.00 from the General Fund to the Reforestation Fund.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Knox, Lindgren and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Trustee Knox also reported that he tendered a bid of $100.00 for the walk-in cooler at the Elementary School, which can be used in the new Senior Citizens Nutrition Center.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to purchase this walk-in cooler for $100.00.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Lindgren, Charbonneau and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to accept the minutes of the regular meeting of June 2, 1980, and the special meeting of June 23, 1980.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Lindgren, Knox and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

General bills numbered one through forty-nine plus bill #35 of the meeting of June 2, 1980 were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to allow general bills numbered one through forty-nine and bill #35 of the meeting of June 2, 1980.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Lindgren, Hilgren and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Ambulance bills numbered one through three were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to allow ambulance bills numbered one through three as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Knox, Charbonneau and Lindgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Liquor bills numbered one through fifty-six were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Lindgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to allow liquor bills numbered one through fifty-six as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Lindgren, Charbonneau, Knox and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The clerk reported that the Money Market Certificate purchased for the liquor fund became due on July 4 and asked if he should reinvest that $10,000.00 in another Money Market Certificate.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to reinvest the $10,000.00 in another 26 week Money Market Certificate.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Lindgren, Knox and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Lindgren and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to transfer $10,000.00 from the liquor passbook saving to the general fund.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Lindgren, Hilgren, Charbonneau and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
