JULY 31, 1980

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Thursday, July 31, 1980, in the council room.

The meeting was called to order at 8:05 PM by Mayor Knapp with Trustees Hilgren, Lindgren, Knox and Charbonneau present.  None were absent.

The minutes were taken by Trustee Knox in the absence of the clerk.

Police Chief Melle was present with three police candidates seeking the patrolman position vacated by the resignation of Merna Uttermark.  The council interviewed these three men.

Scott Blasko of Burnsville, age 29, salary $900.00 to $950.00 per month; 

Larry Hindberg of Alexandria, age 25, salary $925.00 to $950.00 per month;

Brian Godd of Alexandria, age 20, salary $925.00 to $950.00 per month.

The council came to no decision on this at this time but will do so at the regular meeting to be held on Monday, August 4, 1980.  A motion was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to pay Fred Melle $15.00 per day extra while on 24 hours call.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Charbonneau and Lindgren; opposed – Trustee Hilgren.  The motion carried.

Mr. and Mrs. Luverne Thompson were present.  They told the council that they would like to build a house on the North side of that part of Lot 2, Block 1, McLogan’s Addition, which is presently owner by Werner Knapp.  They asked the council if they would be allowed to hook up to water and sanitary sewer service, which is on Centre Street.  They would have to get an easement from Werner Knapp.  After some discussion, the council thought that this might be allowed.

A motion was made by Trustee Lindgren and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to allow the 3.2 beer establishments to sell beer until 10:00 PM on August 3, 1980, during the city’s Fall Festival.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Lindgren, Hilgren, Charbonneau and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Fire Chief Krueger was present to discuss the fire code for certain blocks in the city.

Gary Doering and Doug Hoffman were present to discuss the storm sewer and blacktop for Dayton Avenue and Commercial Street.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to adjourn.  This was passed by unanimous vote of the council.
