AUGUST 18, 1980

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Monday, August 18, 1980 in the council room.

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 PM by Mayor Knapp with Trustees Lindgren, Hilgren, Charbonneau and Knox present.  None were absent.

Also attending the meeting were Tom Myers of The Independent, Jr. Cigelske, Fred Melle, Sandra Plauch, Judith Zweig, Nan Miller, Dan and Mrs. Dan Cigelske, and Harold Krueger.

Jr. Cigelske asked the council to consider allowing his son to move a trailer home onto Jr. Cigelske’s property on Block 4, Lakeview Addition.  This so that his son could be close to the cement block plant which Mr. Cigelske owns.  A lengthy discussion pro and con was held on this subject.  The council came to no decision on this.  Trustee Lindgren then was excused so that he could meet with the School Board of School District #547.

The hearing on the application for a set-up license for Sandra L. Plauch was then held.  Mayor Knapp asked if anyone objected to the issuing of this license.  There being no objectors, a motion was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to grant this set-up license.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox and Charbonneau; opposed – Trustee Hilgren.  The motion carried.

Colleta Hartig applied for a license to sell non-intoxicating liquor, both On and Off Sale at the Pool Hall on Lot 2, Block 31, Lakeview Addition.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to advertise this in The Independent and hold a hearing for same on Friday, August 22, 1980 at 7:00 PM in the council room.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Hilgren, Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Harold Krueger then told the council that he would install a new hot water boiler, put in 3 zone switches and extra baseboard heaters at a cost to the City of $2,600.00.  This does not include wiring or removal of the old boiler.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to have Harold Krueger install this heater as presented.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Knox and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Dennis J. Winslow applied for a permit to build a garage 30 x 20 East of his house on the S 75 ft. of the N 150 of Lot 2, Block 10, Lakeview Addition.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to grant this permit.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Paul Hollatz applied for a permit to put a house on Lot 4, of Brenner’s Addition.  Trustee Knox told the council that Brenner’s Addition is not registered in the court house because the N 66 ft. is in doubt as to ownership.  After some discussion, the council decided not to grant this permit at this time but to look into it further.

Herbert Guenther tendered his resignation as bartender in the liquor store to be effective on August 30, 1980.  After some discussion, it was decided to have Trustee Hilgren discuss this with Mr. Guenther in the morning.

Trustee Knox reported that he had made an arrangement with Fred Melle to continue as Chief of Police under the following conditions:

Mr. Melle is to receive a salary of $1,050.00 per month plus $50.00 per month clothing allowance retroactive to August 1, 1980.  Then on October 1, 1980, to receive $1,100.00 per month plus $50.00 clothing allowance.  Then on December 1, 1980, to receive $1,150.00 per month plus $50.00 clothing allowance, and not to receive anymore raises in salary until January 1, 1982.  Mr. Melle, who was present at the meeting, said that he would abide by this agreement.

Trustee Knox also stated that he had hired Michael Crowell as police officer at a salary of $850.00 per month plus $50.00 per month clothing allowance.  Mr. Crowell began employment with the City on August 11, 1980.  A motion was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to approve the salaries of Fred Melle and Michael Crowell as stated above.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Charbonneau and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The council and Mr. Melle then discussed a communication system for the police department.

Mayor Knapp said that Trustee Lindgren asked to be relieved of the duty of active mayor.  Mayor Knapp therefore appointed Trustee Hilgren as acting mayor to fill this position for the remainder of 1980.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
