AUGUST 22, 1980

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Friday, August 22, 1980, in the council room.

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 PM by Mayor Knapp with Trustee Hilgren, Lindgren, Charbonneau and Knox present; none were absent.

Clerk Arthur Klotz having been excused form the meeting, Trustee Charbonneau recorded the minutes.

Because it has been determined that ownership of the N 66 ft. for a street on the North side of Brenner’s Addition has been established, a motion was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to grant a permit to Paul Hollatz to move a house onto Lot 4, Block 1, Brenner’s Addition.  The size of the house is 26 ft. by 42 ft.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Hilgren, Lindgren and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The application by Coletta Hartig for a license to sell non-intoxicating malt liquor at the Pool Hall on Lot 2, Block 31, Lakeview Addition was discussed.  There being no objectors, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to grant this license.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Lindgren, Charbonneau and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The council discussed allowing Jr. Cigelske to install a mobile home on his property near his factory.  A suggestion was made to allow a one-year permit for this, but after a discussion, this plan was rejected.  It was then suggested that the City purchase the trailer court and bring it up to standards set by the State. (See minutes Sept. 8, 1980)  Mayor Knapp appointed Trustees Charbonneau and Knox to look into this matter, to check with the State of Minnesota on this and also to discuss this with the owner, Glen Feda, and to report back to the council as soon as possible.

Trustee Knox told the council that he had ordered 57 trees for various parts of the City to replace those disposed of because of Dutch Elm Disease and other reasons.  The trees are ash, basswood, and maple.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Lindgren and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to purchase 24 additional trees and to plant them on the City property on Block 7 in Lakeview Addition.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Lindgren, Hilgren, Knox and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The council then discussed the suit filed by Joyce Bettin against the City for medical bills resulting from receiving injuries on September 21, 1974, at a Fall Festival in the City Park.  The City must be represented in Conciliation Court on Tuesday, September 9, 1980, at 1:30 PM in Fergus Falls.  It was decided that Mayor Knapp and Trustee Hilgren would attend this hearing and possibly Trustee Knox.  Former Mayor Richard Gappa has said that he would appear also.  It was decided to ask Justine Tuel to also appear at this hearing because she had been the President of the Commercial Club at that time and they had paid the initial hospital bills for Miss Betting at that time.  It was also decided that Trustee Hilgren should contact Attorney Sorlie for advice on this subject.

A motion was then made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
