SEPTEMBER 8, 1980

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in regular session on Monday, September 8, 1980 in the council room.

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 PM by Mayor Knapp with Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau and Knox present.  Trustee Lindgren was absent.

Also present were Tom Augustin, Engineer for Larson-Peterson, Inc., Tom Meyers of The Independent, Marvin Hardekopf, Hans Schrader, Robin Todd, Clinton Meissner, Richard Gappa and Rick Gappa.

Mayor Knapp then opened the hearing on the Wastewater Treatment Facilities as advertised in The Independent on July 17, 1980 and August 28, 1980.  Hans Schrader asked why the Imhoff tanks located at Lake Adley could not be used and incorporated into the proposed Wastewater Treatment Facilities.  He felt that money would be saved by incorporating this disaster into the new proposed facilities.  He was informed that the old Imhoff tanks had been taken out of use and partially dismounted in 1961 because they had been outdated at that time.  Tom Augustin then explained the Hearing Objectives, Treatment Alternatives, Financing, etc. as per attached pamphlet on Hearing of September 8, 1980.  Many questions were asked and discussed at length.  A motion was then made by Trustee Hilgren to pass the following Resolution of Intent:

BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Parkers Prairie, Minnesota, having the necessary legal, financial, institutional, and managerial resources, intends to construct operate, and maintain certain proposed treatment works if such works are approved and funded by the State and Federal Governments.

WHEREAS, the City of Parkers Prairie possesses the necessary legal, financial, institutional, and managerial resources to construct, operate and maintain wastewater treatment works and related facilities; and

WHEREAS, the City of Parkers Prairie will complete a sewer use ordinance acceptable to the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency; and

WHEREAS, the existing treatment facilities do not meet current State and Federal requirements; and

WHEREAS, the recently completed Facilities Planning Report, prepared in accordance with the Final Construction Grant Regulations, 40 CFR, Part 35, Subpart E, dated September 23, 1978, recommends certain improvements to the City’s treatment facilities will satisfy State and Federal requirements.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Parkers Prairie hereby indicates its concurrence with the proposed recommended facilities – Alternate C of the Facilities Planning Report, and the City’s intent to construct, operate, and maintain such proposed facilities in accordance with State and Federal requirements, if said facilities are approved and funded by the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.

Dated this 8th day of September 1980.

Trustee Charbonneau seconded the motion to pass the Resolution of Intent.  Upon call of the motion, voting aye were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau and Knox; voting naye, none.  The Resolution was declared passed.

Richard Gappa asked for a permit to move a trailer home onto the back of his property on Lots 15 and 16, Block 34, Lakeview Addition.  Mayor Knapp recommended that the council grant this permit; however, the council refused to do so and denied this permit.

General bills numbered one through sixty-six were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to allow general bills numbered one through sixty-six as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Ambulance bills numbered one through seven were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Knox to allow ambulance bills numbered one through seven were then read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Knox and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Liquor bills numbered one through forty-nine were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to allow liquor bills numbered one through forty-nine as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to accept the minutes of July 31, 1980, August 4, 1980, August 18, 1980, and August 20, 1980 with the exception that the following be deleted from the minutes of August 20, 1980 because it was a misunderstanding.  “It was suggested that the City purchase the trailer court and bring it up to standards set by the State.”  Upon call of the motion, those voting in favor were Trustee Hilgren, Charbonneau and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Knox to pass the following Resolution Requesting a Grant of Funds from the Mardag Foundation to be Used to Purchase Kitchen Equipment for the Senior Citizens Nutrition Center of Parkers Prairie, Minnesota.

WHEREAS, the City of Parkers Prairie has purchased a building to house the Senior Citizens Nutrition Center of Parkers Prairie, Minnesota,

AND WHEREAS, the new Senior Citizens Building is in need of kitchen equipment,

AND WHEREAS, it is understood by the council of the City of Parkers Prairie, that the Mardag Foundation has in the past granted funds for kitchen equipment to other Senior Citizens Groups,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PARKERS PRAIRIE, MINNESOTA, that the City makes application to the Mardag Foundation requesting a grant of funds to be used for the purchase of kitchen equipment to be used in the Senior Citizens Nutrition Center of Parkers Prairie, Minnesota.

The motion to this Resolution was seconded by Trustee Charbonneau.  Upon call of the motion, voting aye were Trustees Knox, Charbonneau and Hilgren; voting naye – none.

The Resolution was declared accepted by the council this 8th day of September 1980.

After considerable discussion on the application for bartender in the liquor store to replace Herbert Guenther, the council had previously interviewed a number of applicants.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to hire Kathy Soden to fill this position at a salary of $860.00 per month.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Knox and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to adjourn.  This was passed by unanimous vote of the council.
