OCTOBER 6, 1980

The City Council met in regular session on Monday, October 6, 1980 in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 7:05 PM by Mayor Knapp with Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau and Knox present.  Trustee Lindgren was absent.

Also present were Tom Meyers of The Independent, Richard Brenner and Harry Ost.

The council and Richard Brenner discussed the Brenner Addition.  Mr. Brenner told the council that he now owns enough land on the North side of Brenner’s Addition so that Elm Street can be built there.  He also told the council that his attorney has advised him that the Brenner Addition Plat will not be signed by the attorney until the street easement for Oak Street in Brenner’s Addition is signed.  Trustees Knox and Hilgren aid that they had conferred with Attorney John McCarten and he told them that as long as the plat has been signed by all interested parties, easements are not necessary.  It was decided that Trustees Knox and Hilgren are to contact Mr. McCarten to find out what the next step would be to settle this problem.

Harry Ost told the council that when water was drained from the swimming pool on September 22, the sewer backed up into his basement and the basement of Mrs. Bertha Gumm.  After some discussion, Mr. Ost was told that the Clerk would contact the insurance company about this.

The following applications for building permits were presented: Prairie Implement, Inc., to build a 24 ft by 80 ft addition on the South side of the building on Lot 1, Block 9, Lakeview Addition.  A motion was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to grant this permit.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Charbonneau and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Leon Wunderlich, to build a 12 ft by 24 ft addition on the North side of his home on the E 50’ of the W 125’ of Lot 2, Block 20, Lakeview Addition.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to grant this permit.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Trustee Knox then told the council that the Fire Department has suggested that the council consider purchasing a pumper truck that would be capable of maintaining 60 lbs. of pressure for those buildings.  The council discussed this but came to no decision.

The council then discussed the city snowplow truck.  It is badly in need of repairs.  Trustee Hilgren is to get the opinion of Alan Riedel as to repairs for this truck.  The clerk is to contact the Highway Department in Detroit Lakes to see if they will be trading some used trucks this year.

Trustee Hilgren told the council that Ed Sigfrid has been complaining that three trees were cut down at his house but only two have been replaced.  Trustee Knox, in charge of the Tree Reforestation Program said that in his opinion, if another tree were planted on this property it would be too near the corner and as it grew larger, would make it hard for motorists to see around this corner when entering traffic.  After a lengthy discussion, Mayor Knapp suggested that the tree planting be left up to the judgement of Trustee Knox.  The council agreed to this.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to accept the minutes of the regular meeting of September 8, 1980, as presented.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

General bills numbered one through sixty-two were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to allow general bills numbered one through sixty-two as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Knox and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Ambulance bills numbered one through five were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Knox to allow ambulance bills numbered one through five as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Knox and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Liquor bills numbered one through fifty-one were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to allow liquor bills numbered one through fifty-one as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Charbonneau and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The Seniors Citizens building was then discussed.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to cover the walls of this building with metal siding to meet the City fire code and to replace the shingles where necessary.  Trustee Knox is to get bids for the labor and material.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

It was suggested that a streetlight be installed in the vicinity of the corner of Oak Street and Fifth Street.  A motion was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to have the clerk contact Otter Tail Power Company and have them install a street light at this location.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Charbonneau and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Knox to open the polls at the General Election on November 4, 1980 at 9:00 AM.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Knox and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to pay $50.00 for the purchase of each plat of ground used for the street on the North side of Block 1, McLogan’s Addition for Oak Street in Brenner’s Addition.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Hilgren and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Knox to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
