John Madson and Edward Kinsel were declared trustees.

A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to accept the foregoing Summary Statement of votes as certified by the Election Judges and to declare George W. Knox, Jr. as mayor for two years and John Madson and Edward Kinsel as Trustees for four years beginning January 1, 1981.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Lindgren, Hilgren and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A memo of understanding between the Lutheran Social Services on behalf of the Senior Citizens Nutrition Center and the City of Parkers Prairie for the use of the City Hall for a Nutrition Center was discussed.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to accept this memo of understanding and to have the mayor sign it for the City.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Knox, Lindgren and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

After considerable discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to levy the following taxes for 1980 collectable in 1981 and to have the City Clerk certify them to the County Auditor as follows:

A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to adopt the following Resolution:

WHEREAS, there being sufficient funds in the City Treasury for liquidation of taxes, heretofore levied for debt service requirements;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF PARKERS PRAIRIE, MINNESOTA, that the Clerk be authorized to notify the Auditor of Otter Tail County to reduce by the amount of the above mentioned debt service for 1974 General Obligation Bonds for Hospital Bonds, The taxes that would otherwise be included on the rolls for 1980 collectable in 1981.

Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Lindgren, Knox and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
