DECEMBER 1, 1980

The City Council met in regular session on Monday, December 1, 1980, in the Council Room.  The meeting was called to order at 6:05 PM by Mayor Knapp with Trustees Lindgren, Knox, Hilgren and Charbonneau present.  None were absent.

Also present were Ed Kinsel, John Madson, Bonnie Van Santen, Nancy Madson, and Fred Melle.

Bonnie Van Santen and Nancy Madson told the council that they intend to purchase the Legion Club Building and open a Child Day Care Center there in January of 1981.  They said that the Fire Marshall and Department of Health had inspected the building and that they were told that they would have to construct rooms for sleeping quarters for the children.  They were also told that if the City Council would obtain a variance on this rule, then they could use the building without sleeping compartments.  They said that by putting sleeping compartments in the building, they would not have enough room for other projects for the children.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Knox to pass the following Resolution:

WHEREAS, Mrs. Bonnie Van Santen and Mrs. Nancy Madson are planning a Child Day Care Center in the City of Parkers Prairie,

AND WHEREAS, the State of Minnesota Fire Marshall’s Inspection Code Section 9.731 (Subdivision into Compartments) calls for sleeping quarters in a Child Day Care Center,

AND WHEREAS, the City Council of Parkers Prairie feels that by putting sleeping compartments into a room as small as the one that will be used for this center, it would destroy the educational concept and benefits of the proposed center,

AND WHEREAS, this building will have safety features including smoke detectors, manual fire alarm system and sprinkler system in the furnace room,

AND WHEREAS, the children will always only occupy this one room and adults will be present at all times according to staffing ratios required by DPW Rule 3.,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF PARKERS PRAIRIE, MINNESOTA, that the City request a variance to Section 9.731 (Subdivision into Compartments) of the Fire Marshall’s Inspection Code for Child Day Care Centers for the aforementioned Day Care without sleeping quarters having to be built.

This motion was seconded by Trustee Charbonneau.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Charbonneau, Lindgren and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Passed by the Council this 1st day of December, 198.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to accept the minutes of the regular meeting of November 3, 1980, and the special meeting of November 5, 1980 as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Lindgren, Knox and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

General bills numbered one through sixty were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to allow General bills numbered one through sixty as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Lindgren, Hilgren and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Ambulance bills numbered one through five were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to allow Ambulance bills numbered one through five as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Knox, Charbonneau and Lindgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Liquor bills numbered one through fifty-eight were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Lindgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to allow liquor bills numbered one through fifty-eight as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Lindgren, Charbonneau, Hilgren and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Paul Hollatz presented an application for a permit to build a garage 24 x 26 ft on the East side of his house on Lot 3, of Brenner’s Addition.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to grant this permit.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Lindgren, Knox and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

After a lengthy discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Lindgren to have Jacobson Construction Company repair the sewer lift station in the alley of Block D, West of Erna Klein’s house.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Lindgren, Charbonneau and Knox; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Fred Melle asked the council if they would change the $50.00 monthly clothing allowance he receives and pays him this as salary instead of clothing allowance.  No action was taken on this.

A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Knox to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
