DECEMBER 19, 1980

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Friday, December 19, 1980, in the Council Room.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM by Mayor Knapp with Trustees Knox, Hilgren and Charbonneau present.  Trustee Lindgren was absent.

Also present were part-time policemen Frank Child and Deputy Sheriff Ray Polensky.

The meeting was called to discuss the so-called “Las Vegas Tickets” which the pool hall operator asked Mr. Child to find out if they were legal or not.  Mr. Polensky informed the council that they are illegal.  He also told the council that a dice box may be legally used if it is used to determine who will buy the coffee or other similar items that are valued less than $1.00.

Mr. Child informed the council that he did not care to work for Parkers Prairie anymore and thought that he deserved a “Thank You” and a letter of recommendation to look for another job.  He also said that he might consider working for the City after the new mayor and council takes office on January 1, 1981.

Mr. Polensky told the council that the Sheriff’s Department does not park near the liquor stores watching to catch people and arrest them on a DWI charge.

These discussions lasted until 7:00 PM when a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
