DECEMBER 22, 1980

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Monday, December 22, 1980 in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by Mayor Knapp with Trustees Knox, Hilgren and Charbonneau present.  Trustee Lindgren was absent.

The meeting was called so that the council could interview applicants for the position of bartender in the liquor store.

The council interviewed Daniel Kopet, Daniel Thoennes, Herbert Guenther, S.C. Rafshol and Thomas Romback.

They each were told that the wages would be $860.00 for the first month with a raise the second month.  They are to receive one-week vacation after one year of employment and two weeks vacation thereafter.  They are allowed one-day sick leave per month.  If the sick days are not used, they will be paid as wages at the end of the year.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to purchase two time clocks; one for the liquor store and one for the maintenance department.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Hilgren and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to have a council meeting on Tuesday, December 23, 1980, at 6:00 PM in the council room to discuss wages with Clinton Meissner, Clayton Olson and Raymond Briese and also to decided which of the applicants for the bartender position to appoint.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Hilgren and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Knox to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
