DECEMBER 23, 1980

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Tuesday, December 23, 1980 in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM by Mayor Knapp with Trustees Charbonneau, Hilgren and Knox present.  Trustee Lindgren was absent.

Also present were Clayton Olson and Clinton Meissner.

There was a lengthy discussion between the employees and the council.  It was suggested that the City pay them an hourly wage instead of a monthly wage and then pay them every two weeks instead of twice a month.  Mr. Olson said that he should be getting $6.00 per hour.  They also discussed paid holidays, but came to no firm agreement.  Mr. Olson and Mr. Meissner then left the meeting.

After some discussion, Mayor Knapp suggested the following wages for 1981:

Clinton Meissner $5.50 per hour

Clayton Olson $5.15 per hour

Part-time employees $3.80 per hour

Raymond Briese $1,100.00 per month

Arthur Klotz $1,025.00 per month

Fred Melle $1,150.00 per month plus $50.00 uniform allowance

Michael Crowell $915.00 per month plus $50.00 uniform allowance.

It was decided to discuss this further at a special meeting of the city council to be held on Tuesday, December 30, 1980 in the council room at 6:00 PM.

After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Knox and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to appoint Thomas Rombach as bartender in the liquor store.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Knox, Charbonneau and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

There being no further business, Mayor Knapp declared the meeting adjourned.
