JANUARY 5, 1981

The City Council met in regular session on Monday, January 5, 1981 in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Knox with Trustees Hilgren, Madson, Charbonneau and Kinsel present.  None were absent.

Also present were Tom Meyers and Fred Melle.

The clerk read the minutes of the regular meeting of December 1, 1980 and the special meetings of December 8, 17, 19, 22, 23 and 30, 1980.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to accept the minutes of the regular meeting of December 1, 1980 and the minutes of the special meetings of December 8, 17, 19, 22, 23 and 30, 1980 as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau, Kinsel and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The clerk asked the council what they intended to pay John Potratz to take care of the ice skating rink.  After a short discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Madson to pay John Potratz $3.10 per hour to take care of the ice skating rink.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Madson, Kinsel and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

General bills numbered one through sixty-one were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to allow general bills numbered one through sixty-one as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Kinsel, Charbonneau and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Ambulance bills numbered one through seven were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Madson to allow ambulance bills numbered one through seven as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Madson, Hilgren and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Liquor bills numbered one through fifty-three were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to allow liquor bills numbered one through fifty-three as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Kinsel, Madson, and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Fred Melle then presented a letter to the council from the Region IV Law Enforcement Association.  The letter stated that in order to continue the Region IV Law Enforcement Training Program, they would have to charge each member City $100.00 plus $10.00 for each police officer.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Madson to pay this police school fee for the City and two police officers; total $120.00.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Madson, Charbonneau and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The subject of changing Fred Melle’s clothing allowance to salary was discussed.  Mr. Melle said that it made no difference to him how it was paid.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to leave this clothing allowance as it is.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau, Kinsel and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to pass the following Resolution:

RESOLUTION OPPOSING THE REALLOCATION OF FIRE STATE AID TO ANY PUROSE OTHER THAN PRESENTLY MANDATED

WHEREAS, The City of Parkers Prairie recognizes the importance of maintaining a financially sound retirement and disability benefit program for its volunteer firefighters through the Firefighter’s Relief Association, and

WHEREAS, the city recognizes that the sole purpose of the fire state aid made available under Minnesota Statutes 69.011 through 69.051 is to provide a portion of the funds necessary to support the various Firefighter’s Relief Association which exist within the State of Minnesota; and

WHEREAS, allocation of a portion or all of the fire state aid to purposes other than now mandated may jeopardize the association’s financial ability to maintain and improve pension and other benefit levels which are deemed necessary or desirous by the city to attract and retain qualified volunteer firefighters;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Council of the City of Parkers Prairie is opposed to any legislation which would alter or eliminate the exclusive allocation of the fire state aid now provided for in Minnesota Statutes Chapter 69.011 through 69.05; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this Resolution be presented to the officers of the Minnesota League of Cities and to each of the persons who represent the citizens of Parkers Prairie in the Minnesota State Legislature.

Adopted by action of the City Council on January 5, 1981.

Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Kinsel, Madson and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The Resolution was declared passed.

A short discussion on water and sewer rates followed with no action taken at this time.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to have Ness, Waller and Nygaard audit the city’s books for 1980.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau, Kinsel and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Applications for beer licenses were presented for Harris Rademacher, Sheryl Koep, Sandra Plauch, Colleta Hartig and Cher Grefe.  A motion was made by Trustee Kinsel and seconded by Trustee Madson to advertise in the Independent and to hold a hearing on same in the council room on Wednesday, January 14, 1981, at 7:00 PM.  Also to discuss the City budget at that time and to conduct any other business that might be presented.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Kinsel, Madson, Charbonneau and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.
