JANUARY 14, 1981

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Wednesday, January 14, 1981, in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Knox with Trustees Madson, Hilgren, Kinsel and Charbonneau present.  None were absent.

Also present were Robin Todd, David Madson, Dennis Karger, Rich Schaffer, Harold Krueger, Gene Payne and Tom Meyers.

The council interviewed Robin Todd who had applied for the position of assistant manager and bartender of the liquor store.  After a lengthy discussion with Mr. Todd, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to hire Mr. Todd for the above mentioned position to begin January 16, 1981, at a salary of $860.00 per month and to raise this salary by $25.00 to $885.00 per month after February 16, 1981.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Kinsel, Charbonneau and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

David Madson, Dennis Karger, Rich Schaffer, Gene Payne and Tom Meyers, representing the Commercial Club of Parkers Prairie, told the council that the swimming pool had a debt balance of $8, 618.00 as of January 14, 1981, and they asked the council if the City would help to reduce this debt in 1981 by paying some other expenses like the electricity, chemicals, fuel oil or some other expenses.  In that way they hope to reduce and finally pay off the note being held by the bank.  They asked for about $2,000.00 support for the swimming pool by the City in 1981.  After a lengthy discussion, the council decided to consider this later in the City budget.

Dennis Karger then asked the City to appoint someone to represent the City on the Summer Recreational Program Board.  Trustee Madson volunteered to work on the committee.  This was agreeable with the Council.

Fire Chief Harold Krueger then spoke to the council about the needs of the Fire Department for 1981.  He estimated that the fuel oil, phones, and general expenses would be about $6,000.00 for 1981.  He mentioned equipment needed by the Fire Department such as fresh air masks and tanks, hoses, etc., also a pumper, which should be used in the City at a cost of about $50,000.00.  He said that some of the fire equipment companies do have a finance plan.  A discussion followed with no action taken at this time.

Mr. Krueger then asked the council to change the water lines in the fire hall and extend them so that the tankers could be filled with water when in the two stalls that are on the West side of the fire hall; also to cap the toilet that is in the central part of the hall.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to make these changes in the fire hall as suggested by Mr. Krueger.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau, Kinsel and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The council then held a hearing as advertised to act on the applications for Non-Intoxicating Malt Liquor licenses as follows:

Harris Rademacher – On and Off sale of non-intoxicating malt liquor at the Ponderosa Bar and Grill on Lot 3, Block 31, Lakeview Addition.  There being no objectors, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to grant this license to Harris Rademacher.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustee Hilgren, Charbonneau, Madson and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Sheryl Koep – Off Sale of non-intoxicating malt liquor at Koep’s Mobil Station on Lots 3 & 4, McMahon’s Addition.  There being no objectors, a motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to grant this license to Sheryl Koep.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Kinsel, Madson and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Sandra L. Plauch – On Sale of non-intoxicating malt liquor at Sandee’s Café, Lot 7 & 8, Block 31, Lakeview Addition.  There being no objectors, a motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to grant this license to Sandra L. Plauch.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Hilgren, Kinsel and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Colleta Hartig, Off and On Sale of non-intoxicating malt liquor at the Pool Hall on Lot 2, Block 31, Lakeview Addition.  There being no objectors, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to grant this license to Colleta Hartig.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Kinsel, Charbonneau and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Cher Grefe – Off and On Sale of non-intoxicating malt liquor at Nibblers Inn, Lot 10, Block 23, Lakeview Addition.  There being no other objectors, a motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Madson to grant this license to Cher Grefe.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Madson, Hilgren and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

An application for a live music license for 1981 for the Pool Hall was presented for Colleta Hartig.  After a short discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to grant this license to Colleta Hartig.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustee Charbonneau, Kinsel, Hilgren and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The council then discussed to budget for 1981, but after looking at and discussing the various funds for some time, they came to no decision.  However, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Madson to invest in pass book savings as follows:

$1,500.00 in the Fire Equipment Fund

$1,500.00 in the Police Equipment Fund

$1,500.00 in the Street Maintenance Vehicle Fund

$1,500.00 in an Ambulance Fund.

Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Madson, Kinsel and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
