FEBRUARY 2, 1981

The City Council met in regular session on Monday, February 2, 1981, in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Knox with Trustees Hilgren, Madson, Kinsel and Charbonneau present.  None were absent.

Also present were Tom Meyers, Fred Melle, Harold Krueger, George Revering and Frank Child.

The clerk read the minutes of the regular meeting of January 5, 1981, and the special meeting of January 4, 1981.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to accept these minutes as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Hilgren, Madson and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

General bills numbered one through sixty-three were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to allow general bills numbered one through sixty-three as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Kinsel, Madson and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Ambulance bills numbered one through five were then read.   Motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to allow ambulance bills numbered one through five as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Charbonneau, Kinsel and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Liquor bills numbered one through fifty were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to allow liquor bills numbered one through fifty as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Kinsel, Hilgren and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Harold Krueger and George Revering then discussed the subject of a new 500 GPM or 750 GPM fire truck with the council.  This type of fire truck, high pressure and volume, would cost between $50,000.00 and $60,000.00.  It was suggested that with this type of fire truck the City might be able to get a better fire rating than it now has.  If this were possible, then the insurance rates in the city would be reduced a little.  Mr. Revering told the council that he has been advised the FMC Corp. would furnish a truck of this type and would finance it as follows: The City would pay 20% of the cost of the truck on delivery, after which payments would be made each of the next 6 years.  They would charge $.08 interest on the outstanding balance after the initial 20% payment.  This subject was discussed at length.  Mayor Knox said that he would contact the Parkers Prairie Bank, The FHA and others to see about financing a truck.  It was decided to contact the FMC Corp. to have a representative attend a special meeting on February 13, 1981, at 7:00 PM in the council room so that the council can get more information about this type of fire truck and that company’s financing plan.  Mr. Krueger and Mr. Revering then left the meeting.

Fred Melle informed the council that Frank Child, who was at the meeting, had asked him for a letter of recommendation.  The council told Mr. Melle to give Mr. Child this letter of recommendation.  Mr. Melle then informed the council that a number of dogs are running at large in the City and that he is not able to capture them.  After a lengthy discussion, the council told Mr. Melle to get some information on a tranquilizer gun that can be used on dogs.  Also to contact the Humane Society in Fergus Falls for information about caring for dogs after their capture.

Mr. Melle then asked the council for permission to hire Gary Guck to work for 4 days in February while Michael Crowell is on vacation.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to allow Fred Melle to hire Gary Guck, who is a certified police officer, to work 4 days while Michael Crowell is on vacation and pay him at the rate of $4.00 per hour.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau, Madson and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Mayor Knox and Trustee Kinsel gave a short report on their attendance at the seminar for elected officials which was held on January 30 and 31, 1981.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren to pass the following Resolution stating that the City Council is in favor of Madsen Properties building an addition onto the Prairie Village Apartments to house 6 or 8 more apartments.

WHEREAS, Prairie Village Apartments in the City of Parkers Prairie has been in operation since 1977,

AND WHEREAS, the City Council feels there is a need for more apartments of this type in the City of Parkers Prairie,

AND WHEREAS, Madsen Properties, operators of the Prairie Village Apartments, would like to add six or eight more apartments to this building.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF PARKERS PRAIRIE, Minnesota, that the City Council go on record as being in favor of having Madsen Properties build an addition onto the Prairie Village Apartments for the purpose of adding six or eight more apartments, and that the City Clerk notify the Farmers Home Administration of this action.

The foregoing Resolution was seconded by Trustee Madson.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Madson, Kinsel and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Trustee Madson suggested that the council consider numbering the houses in the City.  Mayor Knox informed him that the Clerk and Judy Rademacher would begin this after the clerk finishes the 1980 financial statement.  The clerk asked the council for permission to have new City maps made so that the numbering could be done more efficiently.  Permission to purchase maps was granted.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
