FEBRUARY 13, 1981

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Friday, February 13, 1981, in the council room, as per minutes of February 2, 1981, to discuss and get information on a new fire truck and equipment for same.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Knox with Trustees Kinsel, Madson, and Charbonneau present.  Trustee Hilgren was absent.

Also present were Fire Chief Harold Krueger, Assistant Chief George Revering, Ken Klein of MSI Insurance and Tom Sirois, Jr. of Fire Safety Products.

Mr. Sirois told the council that he represents the FMC Corp. Fire Apparatus Division.  His company manufactures all types of fire fighting apparatus.  He explained various types of pumping equipment.  After some discussion, it was decided that what was needed is a high pressure and volume type of pumper 750 GPM, with needed equipment such as hoses, ladders, axes, nozzles, etc.  The total cost would be about $64,000.00.  Mr. Sirois explained that the FMC Corp. has a finance plan for fire apparatus.  This consists of a lease purchase agreement with a down payment of 20% of the cost due on delivery and acceptance of the fire apparatus.  They would charge 9 ½% simple interest on the balance which must be made in equal payments on the principal plus interest for the next seven years.  The City may make extra payments on the principal in any tear so as to reduce the interest fee.  After a lengthy discussion, the council decided to meet and discuss this project with the Town contracted to the Fire Department before they make a decision.

Mr. Klein then spoke to the council about insurance and how the rates are affected by the amounts, sizes and types of fire equipment that the local fire department has.  There was a discussion on this after which the council decided that it had enough information to meet with the Towns contracting for fire protection with the Parkers Prairie Fire Department sometime soon so that they can then discuss the fire apparatus needed and answer most questions that might be addressed to them at this meeting.

A motion was then made by Trustee Kinsel and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
