FEBRUARY 25, 1981

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Wednesday, February 25, 2981, in the City Hall to discuss fire equipment, trucks and assessments with the Town contracting fire protection with the Parkers Prairie Fire Department.  The meeting was called to order at 8:20 PM by Mayor Knox with Trustees Charbonneau, Hilgren, Madson and Kinsel present.  None were absent.

Also present were Delmer Wilke, Roslyn Arvidson, Walfred Arvidson, and Donald Sjobeck of the Town of Eastern; Leroy Thoennes, Melvin Hollatz, and Bernal Otto of the Town of Effington; Morton Wagner, Leroy Pexsa and Bernie Meyer of the Town of Woodside; Kathryn Jahnke, Emerson Lyman and Tim Malmgren of the Town of Parkers Prairie; Robert Barkers, Ervin Iverson and Clarence Raap of the Town of Elmo.  Also present were Tom Meyers of The Independent and George Revering of the Parkers Prairie Fire Department.

Mr. Knox opened the meeting by distributing the 1979 and 1980 Fire Department Financial report to the persons present.

He then told the group that the Fire Department had asked that the council consider purchasing a new fire truck.  He told them about the council meeting held February 13, 1981, and as to the types of pumper, equipment, etc. that was discussed at that meeting and that the estimated cost was $64,000.00.  He also told them of the FMC Corp. finance plan.  He also stated that he had learned that the Evansville Fire Department had purchased a new truck and that it was financed through FHA at 5 ½% interest; however, it takes about a year to get FHA approval for financing.  A lengthy discussion followed with all phases of the fire equipment, financing, assessments, etc. being discussed.  The Town Board members were in favor of adding a $25.00 assessment per Section of Township per year to help pay for the fire equipment under consideration; however, this will have to be voted upon at their Annual Town Meetings on March 10, 1981.

The Town Board members did approve a $200.00 flat fee charge for each fire, which would be charged to the affected Town who in turn would charge it to the owner of the property at which the fire occurred.  This would take effect immediately.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to charge a flat fee of $200.00 for each fire attended by the Parkers Prairie Fire Department in the Towns contracting for fire service with the Parkers Prairie Fire Department.  This is to be billed and charges to the Town in which the fire occurs and also to add a rider to the present contracts with the contracted Towns noting this charge of $200.00 per fire call.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau, Kinsel and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Kinsel and seconded by Trustee Madson to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
