MARCH 20, 1981

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Friday, March 20, 1981, in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 6:40 PM by Mayor Knox with Trustees Hilgren, Madson, Kinsel and Charbonneau present.  No trustees were absent.

Also present were Harold Krueger, George Revering, Gary Anderson, Roy Barrows, John Barrows and Phil Revering of the Parkers Prairie Fire Department, Nick Steidl and John Schultze of the Miltona Fire Department, Todd Rust of the Luverne Fire Equipment Company and Ray Larson.

An application for a permit to build a garage 26 x 27 on Lots 5 & 6, Block 6, of the Amended Plat was presented by Ray Larson.  A motion was made by Trustee Kinsel and seconded by Trustee Madson to grant this permit.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Kinsel, Madson, Hilgren and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to advertise for bids for a new fire truck and to open same at the meeting of April 6, 1981, at 7:00 PM.  This is to be advertised in The Independent with the City reserving the right to reject any or all bids.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Charbonneau, Hilgren and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Mr. Rust representing the Luverne Fire Equipment Company then spoke about the fire truck and pump that his company manufactures.  He distributed copies of the breakdown of the Darley three-stage pump, which his company puts into their fire trucks.  It would take about 120 working days to make a truck.  They would check over the truck twice in each of the first and second years after purchase, then once a year for the next three years.  This is at no cost to the City.  Mr. Rust spoke mostly about the pump which he deems the most important part of the truck.  This truck and equipment were discussed at length.

At 10:15 PM a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
