APRIL 8, 1981

The regular meeting of the City Council began on April 8, 1981, and continued until April 8, 1981, was recalled to order at 6:05 PM by Mayor Knox with Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau, Kinsel and Madson present.  None were absent.

After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to study and compare the bids for a new fire truck and to make a decision as to accepting or rejecting said bids at the regular council meeting to be held on May 4, 1981, at 7:00 PM.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Charbonneau, Kinsel and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The minutes of the regular meeting of March 2, 1981, and the special meeting of March 20, 1981, were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to accept these minutes as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Hilgren, Madson and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

General bills numbered one through seventy were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Madson to allow general bills numbered one through seventy as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Madson, Charbonneau and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Ambulance bills numbered one through three were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Kinsel and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to allow ambulance bills numbered one through three as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Kinsel, Charbonneau, Hilgren and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Liquor bills numbered one through fifty-eight were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to allow liquor bills numbered one through fifty-eight as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Kinsel, Madson and Charbonneau; opposed – none. The motion carried.

Mayor Knox reported that the men on the Green Thumb are covering the walls of the fire hall with insulation and in turn covering this with sheetrock.  After a discussion on the Ambulance rates, a motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau to raise the rate as follows:

$65.00 minimum plus $1.25 per mile.

This is to take effect on May 1, 1981.  This motion was seconded by Trustee Hilgren.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Hilgren, Madson and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Madson to raise the Per Quarter Minimum Water Rates to $6.50 for the first 10,000 gallons or less, plus $.40 per 1,000 gallons exceeding 10,000 gallons.  The residential sewer rates to remain at 100% of the water charges except that in the third quarter the maximum sewer rate is not to exceed $7.50.  Commercial rates for sewer are to remain $7.00 per quarter minimum or 100% of the water bill for that quarter, whichever is greater.  These rates to take effect beginning with the second quarter of 1981.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Madson, Hilgren and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The summer recreation program was then discussed.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel that the City gives $500.00 toward this program.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Kinsel, Charbonneau and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Rental fees for the new Senior Citizens building were discussed.  A motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to charge $20.00 rental fee for the building plus $10.00 for use of the kitchen, Civic Organizations may use this building with no charge.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Hilgren, Kinsel and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Hilgren that the City purchase folding chairs and tables for the Senior Citizens building if the Commercial Club decides to continue holding bingo games in the City Hall and to charge the Commercial Club rent for the use of the City Hall.  If they move the bingo games to the Senior Citizens Center, there will be no rent charges.  This question is to be decided by April 13, 1981.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Hilgren, Kinsel and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Madson to pass the following Resolution:

Receiving Report and Calling Hearing on Improvement.

WHEREAS, a report has been prepared by Larson-Peterson and Associates with reference to the improvement of Commercial Street from Dayton Avenue to Sunset Street and on Dayton Avenue from Commercial Street to Delaware Street by surfacing with blacktop and that this report was received on March 12, 1981.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF PARKERS PRAIRIE, MINNESOTA, 

1) The council will consider the improvement of such streets in accordance with the report and the assessment of abutting and benefited property for all or a portion of the cost of the improvement pursuant to Minn. Stats., Sec. 429.100 to 429.111 (Laws 1953, Ch. 398, as amended) at an estimated cost of the improvement of $14,800.00.

2) A public hearing shall be held on such proposed improvement on Monday, May 4, 1981, at 6:00 PM in the City Hall and the clerk shall give mailed and published notice of such hearing and improvement as required by law.

The motion to this Resolution was seconded by Trustee Hilgren.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Hilgren, Charbonneau and Kinsel; opposed – none.

Adopted by the council this 8th day of April, 1981.

There was a discussion about the city water.  It was suggested that the City may need another well in the near future to keep up with the demand for water.  A new well was estimated to cost about $30,000.00.  More water storage facilities may also be needed, but no action on these questions was taken at this time.

A motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to sound the siren at 12:00 noon and at 6:00 PM on weekdays.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Kinsel, Hilgren and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The dump ground was discussed.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Madson to charge a minimum of $4.00 to those living outside of the City limits to dispose of their rubbish in the City Dump.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Madson, Kinsel and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Kinsel and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
