JUNE 1, 1981

The City Council met in regular session on Monday, June 1, 1981 in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Knox with Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau, Kinsel and Madson present.  None were absent.

Also present were Tom Meyers of The Independent, Ron Grefe, Mrs. Lehart Swenson, Mrs. Louise Sand, Leroy Nelson, Emil Madsen and George Brockopp.

The clerk read the minutes of the regular meeting of May 4, 1981 and the special meetings of May 22, 1981.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to accept these minutes as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Kinsel, Hilgren and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

General bills numbered one through fifty-three were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Madson to allow general bills numbered one through fifty-three as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Madson, Charbonneau and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Ambulance bills numbered one through nine were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Kinsel and seconded by Trustee Madson to allow ambulance bills numbered one through nine as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Kinsel, Madson, Hilgren and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Liquor bills numbered one through fifty-one were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to allow liquor bills numbered one through fifty-one as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Kinsel, Charbonneau and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Mayor Knox reported that Fred Melle had fallen on the stairs at Mr. Melle’s home and broken a bone in his leg and that Mr. Knox has hired a substitute to work in Mr. Melle’s place until he can return to work.

Leroy Nelson, Mrs. Lehart Swenson and Mrs. Louise Sand, representing the Senior Citizens, requested that they be allowed to operate the Nutrition Center three days a week when they get into the new building rather than two days a week.  The council informed them that the Lutheran Social Services would have to negotiate this as the agreement for the use of the City Hall for a Nutrition Center is with this organization.  They would also like to use the building 2 evenings per month for social activities.  No action was taken on these questions.

Emil Madsen, architect and partner of the Prairie Village Apartments, showed the council the plans for an additional 10 one-bedroom unit plus a multi-purpose room which is being planned to be added to the Prairie Village Apartments.  After some discussion and explanation on the plans, the council agreed that the plans were acceptable.

Ron Grefe then told the council that he had written to the State Fire Marshall asking that the former hotel next to the lumberyard be inspected to see if it is a fire hazard.  Mayor Knox told him that it is a fire hazard then the attorney would initiate legal action to either repair the building or demolish it.

George Brockopp then told the council that his neighbor, Martin Hartig, had built a chimney on the side of his house but that it is not very high and that the smoke from this chimney comes into Mr. Brockopp’s house.  It was decided that the building committee would check into this and discuss it with Mr. Hartig.

Eugene Payne of Marion’s Café submitted an application for an On Sale Non-Intoxicating Malt Liquor License.  Also an application for a Set-up License for Marion’s Café.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to advertise these applications in The Independent and to hold a hearing on them at a special meeting to be held in the council room on Friday, June 5, 1981, at 6:00 PM.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Kinsel, Hilgren and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren to pass the following Resolution:

Approving Plans and Specifications and Ordering Advertisement for Bids.

WHEREAS, pursuant to a Resolution passed by the council on May 4, 1981, Larson-Peterson and Associates of Detroit Lakes, Minnesota have prepared plans and specifications for the improvement of Commercial Street from Dayton Avenue to Sunset Avenue and on Dayton Avenue from Commercial Street to Delaware Street with blacktop.  Also to sealcoat Sunset Avenue from Oak Street to Jackson Street, Dayton Avenue from Park Street to Jackson Street, Soo Street from Otter Avenue (TH 29) to McCornell Avenue, Colfax Street from Otter Avenue (TH 29) to McCornell Avenue and Oak Street from McCornell Avenue to Sunset Street and have presented such plans and specifications to the council for approval:

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF PARKERS PRAIRIE, MINNESOTA,

1) Such plans and specifications are hereby approved.

2) The City Clerk shall prepare and cause to be inserted in the official newspaper and in the Construction Bulletin an advertisement for bids upon the making of such improvement under such approved plans and specifications.  The advertisement shall be published for two days, shall specify the work to be done and shall state that bids will be received by the clerk until 3:00 PM on Friday, June 25, 1981, at which time they will be publicly opened in the engineer, will then be tabulated and will be considered by the council at 5:30 PM on Friday, June 25, 1981, in the council room and that no bids will be considered unless sealed and filed with the clerk and accompanied by a cash deposit, cashier’s check, bid bond or certified check payable to the clerk for five (5) percent of the amount of such bid.

The motion to this Resolution was seconded by Trustee Madson.  Upon call of the motion, those voting in favor were Trustees Hilgren, Madson, Charbonneau and Kinsel; opposed – none.

Adopted by the council this 1st day of June 1981.

Trustee Hilgren reported that Robin Todd had tendered his resignation as bartender in the liquor store to take effect on or about July 1, 1981.  It was decided to place a help wanted ad in the Independent for a bartender.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
