JUNE 5, 1981

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Friday, June 5, 1981, in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM by Trustee Hilgren acting as chairman with Trustee Charbonneau, Kinsel and Madson present.  Mayor Knox was absent.

The application of Eugene Payne for a license to sell non-intoxicating malt liquor, on sale, at Marion’s Café, Lots 7 & 8, Block 31, Lakeview Addition, was presented.  There being no objectors, a motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to grant this license.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Kinsel, Hilgren and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The council then considered the application of Eugene Payne for a set-up license for Marion’s Café on Lots 7 & 8, Block 31, Lakeview Addition.  There being no objectors, a motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to grant this set-up license to Eugene Payne.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Kinsel, Charbonneau and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Kinsel and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
