JUNE 25, 1981

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Thursday, June 25, 1981 in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 5:30 PM by Mayor Knox with Trustees Hilgren, Madson, Charbonneau and Kinsel present.  None were absent.

Also present were Tom Augustin of Larson-Peterson and Associates, consulting engineers for the seal coating and street improvement projects for which bids were received and opened by Mr. Augustin at 3:00 PM in the presence of the City Clerk Arthur Klotz, Trustees Kinsel and Charbonneau, and representative of Alexandria Asphalt Company and Morris Blacktop Company.  Mr. Augustin then tabulated the bids on both projects.  Mr. Augustin told the council that he had called the county engineer of Stevens County and also the county engineer of Todd County for information about the Morris Blacktop Company.  Both engineers said that the work, which Morris Blacktop Company had done for their counties was satisfactory and that they had had no problems with them.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren to pass the following Resolution:

Accepting Bid.

WHEREAS, pursuant to an advertisement for bids for the sealcoating of Sunset Avenue from Oak Street to Jackson Street, on Dayton Avenue from Park Street to Jackson Street, on Soo Street from Otter Avenue (TH 29) to McCornell Avenue to Sunset Avenue, bids were received, opened and tabulated according to law, and the following bids were received complying with the advertisement:

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF PARKERS PRAIRIE, MINNESOTA,

1) The mayor and clerk are hereby authorized and directed to enter into a contract with Morris Blacktopping of Morris, Minnesota, in the name of the City of Parkers Prairie for the sealcoating of the aforementioned streets according to the plans and specifications therefore approved by the city council and on file in the office of the City Clerk.

2) The City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to return forthwith to all bidders the deposit made with their bids, except that the deposits of the successful bidder and the next lowest bidder shall be retained until a contract has been signed.

The motion to this Resolution was seconded by Trustee Charbonneau.  Upon call of the motion, voting in favor were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau, Kinsel and Madson; opposed – none.

Adopted by the City Council this 25th day of June 1981.

After a short discussion on the street improvement bids, a motion was made by Trustee Kinsel to pass the following Resolution:

WHEREAS, pursuant to an advertisement for bids for the improvement of Commercial Avenue from Dayton Avenue to Sunset Avenue and on Dayton Avenue from Commercial Street to Delaware Street with blacktop, bids were received, opened and tabulated according to law, and the following bids were received complying with the advertisement:

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY OF PARKERS PRAIRIE, MINNESOTA,

1) The mayor and clerk are hereby authorized and directed to enter into a contract with Morris Blacktopping of Morris, Minnesota, in the name of the City of Parkers Prairie for the improvement by blacktopping of Commercial Street from Dayton Avenue to Sunset Avenue, and of Dayton Avenue from Commercial Street to Delaware Street according to plans and specifications therefore approved by the City Council and on file in the office of the City Clerk subject to clarification of the item to construct Ditch 150 L ft at a total of $100.00 in the schedule of prices.  They have this at $100.00 per unit, which is an obvious error.

2) The City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to return forthwith to all bidders the deposits made with their bids, except that the deposits of the successful bidder and the next lowest bidder shall be retained until a contract has been signed.

The motion to this Resolution was seconded by Trustee Charbonneau.  Upon call of the motion, voting in favor were Trustees Kinsel, Charbonneau, Madson and Hilgren; opposed – none.

Adopted by the City Council this 25th day of June 1981.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
