JULY 6, 1981

The City Council met in regular session on Monday, July 6, 1981, in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 7:02 PM by Mayor Knox with Trustees Hilgren, Madson, and Kinsel present.  Trustee Charbonneau was absent.

Also present was Tom Meyers of The Independent.

The clerk read the minutes of the regular meeting of June 1, 1981, and the special meetings of June 5, and June 25, 1981.  A motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of June 1, 1981 and the special meetings of June 5 and June 25, 1981, as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Hilgren and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

General bills numbered one through fifty-five were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to allow general bills numbered one through fifty-five as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Kinsel and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Ambulance bills numbered one through seven were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Kinsel and seconded by Trustee Madson to allow ambulance bills numbered one through seven as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Kinsel, Madson and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Liquor bills numbered one through fifty were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to allow liquor bills numbered one through fifty as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Kinsel and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to approve having Otter Tail Power put electric service to the Senior Citizens Building.  Voting in favor or the motion were Trustees Madson, Hilgren and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Mayor Knox reported that he had spoken to an attorney about the Oak Street extension at Brenner’s Addition.  The attorney told him that it would cost at lest $1,000.00 to have this problem straightened out.  Mayor Knox said that he is not in favor of spending this money because Mr. Brenner has not cooperated with the attorneys on this matter so that it could be settled.  Mr. Knox suggested that the City let Mr. Brenner attempt to acquire the needed property because he will be benefiting the most from this street extension.  The council agreed to this.

A motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to permit the Hotfeet Square Dance Club to hold a square dance on the service road of the City Park on July 24, 1981.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Kinsel and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to allow the liquor store to have a Happy Hour on Wednesday night from 8:00 PM to 9:00 PM until further notice.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Hilgren and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Madson to transfer $500.00 from the Liquor Store Fund to the General Fund.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Madson and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Madson to transfer $500.00 from the General Fund to the Ambulance Fund.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Madson and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The council discussed an airport for the City.  Mayor Knox read a letter which he received from the Department of Transportation giving information as to the amount of land needed, dimensions, etc. of the runway and related parking, etc.  The City would be liable for 50% of the price of the land purchased for an airport.  The Department of Transportation would grant 50% of the purchase price to the City.  The council discussed this at length and it was decided that Mayor Knox and Trustees Kinsel and Hilgren would act as a committee to get more information on airports.  They are to speak to Donald Carlson about the possibility of acquiring the land he owns to the West of the cemetery and to report to the full council on this at a later meeting.

Elsie Larson submitted a bill for the removal of an elm tree, which had Dutch Elm Disease.  This bill was rejected because the State has not set a figure as to the reimbursement for trees of this kind.

A motion was made by Trustee Kinsel and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
