AUGUST 3, 1981

The City Council met in regular session on Monday, August 3, 1981 in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Knox with Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau, Madson and Kinsel present.  None were absent.

Also present were Raymond Riedel and Don Ellwanger.

The clerk read the minutes of the regular meeting of July 6, 1981.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to accept the minutes of July 6, 1981 as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Kinsel, Madson and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

General bills numbered one through sixty-three were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Madson to allow general bills numbered one through sixty-three as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Madson, Kinsel and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Ambulance bills numbered one through six were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to allow ambulance bills numbered one through six as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Kinsel, Charbonneau and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Liquor bills numbered one through fifty were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to allow liquor bills numbered one through fifty as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau, Madson and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Raymond Riedel informed the council that he would like to drain his property but that the culvert located on 5th Avenue and Main Street (County Road 46) is plugged.  This is the Southeast corner of his property.  He asked if the council would have this culvert opened or replaced so that the water would drain away.  The clerk noted that it was decided to have the street committee look into this and perhaps have them contact the County Engineer to see what can be done to drain the water from this corner.

Don Ellwanger reminded the council that there would be a street dance in the park on Sunday, August 9, 1981 during the Fall Festival and that this would take place from about 8:00 PM to 11:30 PM.  He asked if the Jaycees, who would be selling beer in the park during the Fall Festival, would be allowed to continue selling beer after 8:00 PM.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Madson to extend the hours for the selling of non-intoxicating malt liquor to 11:30 PM for all holder of On Sale Non-Intoxicating Malt Liquor licenses.  This extension of hours to be in effect only on Sunday, August 9, 1981, for the Fall Festival.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Madson, Kinsel and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Ralph Hemmerlin asked the council to consider giving him a raise in salary.  His hourly rate is lower than his fellow employees are, but he has more responsibility than all but the manager does.  The council agreed with this and told him that they were considering a raise for him now that this trial work period is completed.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to raise the salary of Ralph Hemmerlin to $4.00 per hour beginning August 3, 1981.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Kinsel, Charbonneau and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Mayor Knox told the council that he could get Morris Blacktopping Co. to blacktop the parking lot at the Community Center for about $500.00.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Madson to have the parking lot at the Community Center blacktopped.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Madson, Charbonneau and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The clerk reported that the Commercial Club would like to borrow some tables from the City Hall to use in the park for the Fall Festival.  After some discussion, it was noted that the City policy has been to not loan or rent any tables or chairs out of the City Hall to any person or organization.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to not rent or loan out any of the tables or chairs from the City Hall or Community Center to any person or organization.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Kinsel, Madson and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
