OCTOBER 5, 1981

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Monday, October 5, 1981 in the City Hall for the hearing on the proposed assessment for street improvements as per Resolution of September 10, 1981.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by Mayor Knox with Trustees Hilgren, Kinsel, Charbonneau and Madson present.  None were absent.

Interested property owners present were Martha Wynn Boehland, Douglas Hoffman and Lawrence Olson.

The street assessment was read and discussed after which a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren to pass the following Resolution:

Adopting Assessment

WHEREAS, pursuant to proper notice duly given as required by law, the council has met and passed upon all objections to the proposed assessment for the improvement of Commercial Street from Dayton Avenue to Sunset Avenue and on Dayton Avenue from Commercial Street to Delaware Street.  This project to be hereafter called 81-1 Street Improvement.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF PARKERS PRAIRIE, MINNESOTA:

1) Such proposed assessment, a copy of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof, is hereby accepted and shall constitute the special assessment against the lands name therein, and each tract of land therein included is hereby found to be benefited by the proposed improvement in the amount of the assessment levied against it.

2) Such assessment shall be payable in equal annual installments extending over a period of four (4) years, the first of the installments to be payable on or before the first Monday of January 1981, and shall bear interest at the rate of twelve (12) percent per annum from the date of the adoption of this assessment Resolution.  To the first installment shall be added interest on the entire assessment from the date of this Resolution until December 31, 1982.  To each subsequent installment when due shall be added interest for one year on all unpaid installments.

3) The owner of any property so assessed may, at any time prior to certification of the assessment to the County Auditor, pay the whole of the assessment on such property, with interest accrued to the date of payment, to the City Treasurer, except that no interest shall be charged if the entire assessment is paid within thirty (30) days from the adoption of this Resolution; and he may, at any time thereafter, pay to the County Treasurer the entire amount of the assessment remaining unpaid, with interest accrued to December of the year in which such payment is made.

4) The Clerk shall forthwith transmit a certified duplicate of this assessment to the County Auditor to be extended on the property tax lists of the County, and such assessments shall be collected and paid over in the same manner as other municipal taxes.

The motion to this Resolution was seconded by Trustee Kinsel.  Voting in favor of the Resolution were Trustees Hilgren, Kinsel, Madson and Charbonneau; opposed – none.

Adopted by the council this 5th day of October 1981.

A motion was made by Trustee Kinsel and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to adjourn this meeting and go to the council room to hold the regular meeting.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote of the council.

OCTOBER 5, 1981

The City Council met in regular session on Monday, October 5, 1981 in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Knox with Trustees Charbonneau, Kinsel, Madson and Hilgren present.  None were absent.

Also present were Tom Myers, Don Ellwanger, Gary Olson and Fran Weller.

The Clerk read the minutes of the regular meeting of September 10, 1981.  A motion was made by Trustee Kinsel and seconded by Trustee Madson to accept the minutes of September 10, 1981 as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Kinsel, Madson, Hilgren and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

General bills numbered one through forty-seven were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to allow general bills numbered one through forty-seven as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Kinsel, Hilgren and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Ambulance bills numbered one through five were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Kinsel and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to allow ambulance bills numbered one through five as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Kinsel, Hilgren, Charbonneau and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Liquor bills numbered one through forty-six were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to allow liquor bills numbered one through forty-six as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Kinsel, Hilgren and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Don Ellwanger and Gary Olson, representing the Parkers Prairie Jaycees, asked the council to consider allowing the Jaycees to sponsor the Johnny Holm’s Show on July 17, 1982.  This concert would be held in the city park ball field.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Madson to allow the Parkers Prairie Jaycees to use the city park and ball field on July 17, 1982, for the purpose of sponsoring a concert by Johnny Holm’s.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Kinsel, Madson and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Kinsel and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to purchase fuel oil for the 1981-81 heating season from Penrose Oil Company.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Kinsel, Charbonneau, Madson and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

After a lengthy discussion, it was decided to meet again at 6:00 PM Wednesday, October 7, 1981 in the council room to attempt to finalize the budget and tax levy.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
