OCTOBER 7, 1981

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Wednesday, October 7, 1981 in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM by Mayor Knox with Trustees Charbonneau, Hilgren, Kinsel and Madson present.  None were absent.

The 1982 budget and tax levy were discussed at length.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Madson to levy the following taxes for 1981 collectable in 1982 and to have the clerk certify them to the Auditor of Otter Tail County.

Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Madson, Hilgren and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Madson to pass the following Resolution:

Authorizing a Tax Levy for 1981 Fire Truck Bonds.

WHEREAS, the City Council of Parkers Prairie, Minnesota, has authorized the issuance of 1981 Fire Truck Bonds in the amount of $65,721.00 and by Resolution adopted September 10, 1981 the council has awarded the 1981 Fire Truck Bonds to the First National Bank of Parkers Prairie.

AND WHEREAS, Minnesota Statutes requires the council of any municipality issuing such obligation bonds to levy by Resolution prior to delivery of the obligations a general tax for the payment of the portion of the cost not payable from special assessments;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY OF PARKERS PRAIRIE, MINNESOTA:

1) There is hereby levied upon all taxable property in the City of Parkers Prairie a direct annual, irrepealable, ad valorem tax which shall be spread upon the tax rolls and collected with and as a part of the general property taxes in the City in the years and amounts as follows:

2) Such levy shall be irrepealable until the entire principal and interest on the 1981 Fire Truck Bonds is paid.  The treasurer is directed to certify to the County Auditor of Otter Tail County on or before October 10 in each year the amount on hand and available from any source and which has been appropriated to the 1981 Fire Truck Bond Fund from sources other than special assessments to be used to pay principal of and interest on these 1981 Fire Truck Bonds and to direct the County Auditor to reduce the levy for such year by that amount.

3) The City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to file a certified copy of this Resolution with the County Auditor of Otter Tail County together with such information as the auditor may require and to obtain from the County Auditor a certificate that these 1981 Fire Truck Bonds have been entered on the bond register and the tax has been levied as required by law.

Upon call of the motion, those voting in favor of the Resolution were Trustees Charbonneau, Madson, Hilgren and Kinsel; opposed – none.

Adopted by the council this 7th day of October 1981.

A motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to pass the following Resolution:

Pertaining to Taxes Heretofore Levied for Debt Service Requirements.

WHEREAS, there being $3,630.02 in the city treasury for liquidation of part of the taxes heretofore levied for 1981 Fire Truck Bonds.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PARKERS PRAIRIE, MINNESOTA, that the Clerk be authorized to notify the Auditor of Otter Tail County to reduce by the amount mentioned above the taxes for 1981 Fire Truck Bonds that would otherwise be included on the rolls for 1981 collectable 1982.

Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Charbonneau, Hilgren and Kinsel; opposed – none.

Adopted by the council this 7th day of October 1981.

A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Madson to pass the following Resolution:

Pertaining to Taxes Heretofore Levied for Tax Service Requirements.

WHEREAS, there being sufficient funds in the city treasury for liquidation of taxes heretofore levied for Hospital Bonds.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF PARKERS PRAIRIE, MINNESOTA, that the clerk be authorized to notify the Auditor of Otter Tail County to reduce by the amount of the above mentioned debt service, the taxes for Hospital Bonds that would otherwise be included on the rolls for 1981 collectable in 1982.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Madson, Kinsel and Hilgren; opposed – none.

Adopted by the council this 7th day of October 1981.

After some discussion, the council decided to meet in the school shop on Wednesday, October 14, 1981 at 6:30 PM to look at sample ordinances in preparation for discussions on updating the city ordinances.  

The council decided to hold a special meeting in the City Hall on Wednesday, October 28, 1981 at 8:30 PM and to have the Clerk invite the Boards of those Towns with which the City has fire agreements to attend and discuss new fire agreements because the present fire agreements will expire on March 31, 1982.

A motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to adjourn.  This was passe by a unanimous vote of the council.
