OCTOBER 28, 1981

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Wednesday, October 28, 1981 in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 7:10 PM by Mayor Knox with Trustees Kinsel, Madson, Hilgren and Charbonneau present.  None were absent.

Also present was George Revering of the Fire Department.

The meeting was called at this time so that the council and fire department representative could discuss fire department finances and needs prior to meeting with the Townships with whom the City has fire contract agreements.  After considerable discussion, it was agreed that the new contracts, which will have to be drawn up and which will take affect on April 1, 1982 would have to show a charge of $74.74 per township section.

This meeting was halted at 7:35 to be continued at 8:15 at the Community Building.

Present at the Community Building in addition to the aforementioned persons were Donald Rotz, Curtis Lahman, and Roy Barrows of the Fire Department.

Townships represented were Woodside, Eastern, Parkers Prairie, Effington and Elmo.

Effington Township informed the council that they may sign a fire agreement with the Vining Fire Department for fire service because Vining is closer to some sections of the Township than Parkers Prairie is.  They will inform the City as to their decision by February 1, 1982.

The fire department needs were discussed at length.  The council suggested that the city would ask for 2 mills from each township as payment for fire service.  The Town Board members agreed that this amount would be fair but they prefer to have a dollar amount charged rather than a mill rate.  Mayor Knox suggested that the City could use a mill rate to set the dollar amount, but that the dollar amount would be stated in the contract agreements instead of a mill rate.  The Town Board members agreed that this would be satisfactory.  They also agreed that the City should use about a 2-mill rate to arrive at the dollar figure.  It was also agreed to have the contract agreements be for a two-year period.  It was agreed by all that the fire department budget would be discussed in February 1982, so that the Board members can present the agreements at their respective Annual Township Meetings in March.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:30 PM after which coffee and doughnuts were served by the Fire Department.
