NOVEMBER 11, 1981

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Wednesday, November 11, 1981 in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 7:07 PM by Mayor Knox with Trustees Hilgren, Madson, Kinsel and Charbonneau present.  None were absent.

Also present were Fred Melle, Raymond Briese, Ralph Hemmerlin, Joanne Moske, Norma Ralph and Carl Holteen.

Mr. Holteen told the council that Joe Dorn, who owns the property to the East of Mr. Holteen, has pigs, horses and dogs on the property.  After a short discussion, Mayor Knox told Mr. Holteen that he would speak to Joe Dorn about this problem and inform him that the City has an ordinance banning the keeping of pigs within 600 feet of any home.

The council and the employees present then discussed cutting expenses in the various departments because the State Aid of about $21,540.00 for November and December will not be forthcoming.  The council decided not to make any decisions on this subject at this time.  A lengthy discussion followed which produced a number of suggestions as to what could be done to alleviate the cash flow shortage of the City.  The council decided to have Chief Melle of the Police Department and Raymond Briese, manager of the liquor store, present their suggestions on this subject at the next meeting.

A motion was made by Trustee Kinsel and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to raise the price of beer and drinks on the on sale bar by $.10 per drink and bottle of beer.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Kinsel, Hilgren, Charbonneau and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Kinsel and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
