DECEMBER 7, 1981

The City Council met in regular session on Monday, December 7, 1981 in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Knox with Trustees Hilgren, Madson, Kinsel and Charbonneau present.  None were absent.

The clerk read the minutes of the regular meeting of November 2, 1981 and the special meetings of November 11, 1981.  A motion was made by Trustee Kinsel and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to accept the minutes as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Kinsel, Hilgren, Charbonneau and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

At this point Carl Holteen, who was present, left the meeting.

General bills numbered one through fifty-six were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to allow general bills numbered one through fifty-six as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Kinsel, Charbonneau and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Ambulance bills numbered one through twenty were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Kinsel and seconded by Trustee Hilgren to allow ambulance bills numbered one through twenty as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Kinsel, Hilgren, Charbonneau and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Liquor bills numbered one through fifty-five were then read.  A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Madson to allow liquor bills numbered one through fifty-five as read.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Madson, Hilgren and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Mayor Knox read a letter, which he received, from the Commissioners of Otter Tail County asking him and the council to study a list of 22 social services departments, which was enclosed with the letter.  The county will have to cut or reduce some of these services because of a lack of funds and they asked the council’s help in deciding which services the council felt were of most importance.  They asked that these services be numbered from 1 to 22 in order of importance.  This was done by the council.

Happy Hour in the liquor store was discussed.  The happy hours held on Tuesday and Wednesday evenings had been discontinued by the liquor committee because they felt that it did not help business.  Mayor Knox suggested that enough time had not elapsed to see if it had been a profitable venture or not.  Trustee Madson said that he had heard complaints about stopping the happy hours.  After a lengthy discussion a motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to resume having a happy hour in the liquor store every Tuesday evening from 5:00 PM to 6:00 PM.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Charbonneau and Kinsel; opposed – none.  Trustee Hilgren abstained.  The motion carried.

Liquor store manager Raymond Briese and the council discussed serving drinks at a reduced price for one day before the Christmas Holidays.  After some discussion a motion was made by Trustee Madson and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to serve bar whiskey for $.60 per drink and beer for $.50 per bottle on Wednesday, December 23, 1981.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Kinsel, Hilgren and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The clerk informed the council that he had received forms for an informal bid for rented equipment for the removal of snow from Highway 29.  The forms must be returned to the Minnesota Department of Transportation within a few days.  After a short discussion, a motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau to tender a bid of $28.00 per hour for the use of the Michigan loader.  This motion was seconded by Trustee Madson.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Charbonneau, Madson, Hilgren and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to transfer the monies from the Wastewater Treatment Fund to the Sanitary Sewer Operations and Maintenance Fund, this eliminating the Wastewater Treatment Fund.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Kinsel, Charbonneau and Madson; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to transfer $1,000.00 from the General Fund to the Ambulance Fund.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Kinsel, Madson and Charbonneau; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

The council then discussed the proposed Madson lot development.  No decision was reached.

A motion was made by Trustee Madson to pass the following Resolution:

Sign a Purchase Agreement with the FMC Corporation for the Purchase of Fire Apparatus.

WHEREAS, a contract has been entered into with the FMC Corporation for the purchase of fire apparatus at a cost of $49,947.00.

AND WHEREAS, the City will not be able to pay for this apparatus in full upon delivery.

AND WHEREAS, FMC Corporation has a Purchase Agreement Plan with interest of .105% per annum, whereby the City can make a payment of $9,989.40 upon delivery of this fire apparatus and payments of $8,343.07 every year thereafter for 7 years.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF PARKERS PRAIRIE, MINNESOTA:

1. The City of Parkers Prairie shall enter into a Purchase Agreement with the FMC Corporation for the payment of fire apparatus previously contracted for by the City at a cost of $49,947.00.

2. The sum of $9,989.40 shall be paid to FMC Corporation upon delivery of the fire apparatus.  $8,343.09 shall be paid to FMC Corporation each year from 1983 to 1989 inclusive to complete payment for the fire apparatus.

3. The Mayor and Clerk of the City of Parkers Prairie are hereby authorized and directed to enter into this Purchase Agreement with the FMC Corporation for payment of the fire apparatus.

The motion to this Resolution was seconded by Trustee Kinsel.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Madson, Kinsel, Hilgren and Charbonneau; opposed – none.

Adopted by the council this 7th day of December 1981.

A motion was made by Trustee Charbonneau and seconded by Trustee Madson to pass the following Resolution:

Authorizing a Tax Levy to pay for the Chassis and Fire Apparatus Purchased by the City for the Parkers Prairie Fire Department.

WHEREAS, the City Council of Parkers Prairie, Minnesota, has authorized the purchase of a chassis for a fire truck and fire apparatus mounted on this chassis, the total cost being $84,165.03, including .105% interest per annum.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF PARKERS PRAIRIE, MINNESOTA,

1. There is hereby levied upon all taxable property in the City of Parkers Prairie, a direct annual irrepealable, ad valorem tax which shall be spread upon the tax rolls and collected with and as a part of the general property taxes in the city in the years and amounts as follows:

1989 $10,520.63

2. Such levy shall be irrepealable until all of the principal and interest of the fire truck chassis and apparatus is paid.  The Treasurer is directed to certify to the Auditor of Otter Tail County on or before October 10 in each year the amount on hand and available from any source and which has been appropriated to the 1981 Fire Truck Fund from sources other than special assessments to be used to pay principal and interest on this fire truck and apparatus and to direct the County Auditor to reduce the levy for such year by that amount.

3. The City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to file a certified copy of this Resolution with the Auditor of Otter Tail County together with such information as the auditor may require.

Upon call of the motion, those voting in favor of the Resolution were Trustees Charbonneau, Madson, Kinsel and Hilgren; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
