DECEMBER 22, 1981

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, the City Council met in special session on Tuesday, December 22, 1981 in the council room.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Knox with Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau and Kinsel present.  Trustee Madson was absent.

Also present was Police Chief Melle.

Mayor Knox reported that Officer Michael Crowell had tendered his resignation from the Police Department effective January 1, 1982.  The council and Chief Fred Melle discussed hiring and officer to replace Michael Crowell and also how to reduce expenses of the Police Department.  It was suggested that the city hire two police students from the Alexandria AVTI.  This was discussed at length.  A motion was then made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Charbonneau to hire two police students for police duty in the city not to exceed a total of 28 hours per week beginning January 1, 1982.  Voting in favor of the motion were Trustees Hilgren, Charbonneau and Kinsel; opposed – none.  The motion carried.

Mayor Knox told the council that Clayton Olson did not intend to renew his EMT license and therefore would not be eligible to drive the ambulance during the hours from 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM.  The council discussed this but came to not decision.

The liquor store was discussed with many suggestions and ideas considered.  The council decided to give Raymond Briese complete authority to manage all aspects of the liquor store for the next six (6) months without interference from the council after which time the council would evaluate his performance and the condition of the liquor store.

Raises for the employees were discussed.  It was decided that each council member would study this subject and report his findings and suggestions at the regular council meeting to be held on January 4, 1982.

A motion was made by Trustee Hilgren and seconded by Trustee Kinsel to adjourn.  This was passed by a unanimous vote of the council.
