JANUARY 4, 1988

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all council members present.

The minutes of December 7 and 17 meetings were read and accepted with a motion made by Klein and seconded by Palmer.  The December checks were approved with a motion made by Hilgren and seconded by Krueger.

Bob Rosin, an engineer from Minneapolis, has offered to look at some pictures of our pool that were taken by Tom Myers and give advice as to the steps needed in repairing and improving our pool problems.  Gene Payne will also try to have some further information on the pool at the February meeting.

Phil Revering was present to request a renewal of the Sportsmen’s Club pull-tab lease, which is up in April.  The council discussed the idea of having members of the club sell pull tabs in the Liquor Store during hunting season weekends, holiday weekends and other busy nights which Phil felt should be able to be worked out.  Krueger made the motion and seconded by Hilgren to allow a two-year lease again.

Discussion on the audit firms offering to do the 1987 audit was had.  Paul Julin and Associates from Minneapolis offered a figure of $2,500-2,800 whereas Kern, Poganski, and Hirschfield had stated their figure estimate would be a $4,000 top.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Palmer to hire Julin and Associates to audit the records for 1987.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to order the Handbook, Fifth Edition, from LMC at a cost of $80.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to renew the LMC Cities Bulletin at a cost of $15.

West Central Initiative has a meeting scheduled January 11 at 7:30 PM at the City Hall regarding grant money that could possibly be obtained by businesses or groups from Parkers.

Larry Lahman as Head of Maintenance will be responsible for work schedules of employees working in his department and will require schedule sheets filled out daily.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Hilgren to give Raymond Briese a raise of $.15 per hour effective immediately.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Palmer to allow Bob Kalpin to place a plug-in outside the Liquor Store for employee use at the approximate cost of $87.

License applications were reviewed and a motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to accept all renewals presented on the council agenda.  This also included a Bingo License for the Commercial Club.

Gene Payne read a letter from an individual who asked for some answers to the heavy smoke problem at the Bingo games at the City Hall.  The council agreed that Gene should get estimates on exhaust fans that would help alleviate the problem and report back to the council.

Mention was made of the cities liability to citizens using the city building for meetings and it was suggested that Tim Iverson be questioned as to our coverage.

Dale Weber was present to remind us that an ambulance meeting will be held on 1-5-88 at 8:00 PM at the ambulance garage with the townships in regard to purchasing a different ambulance.  The council felt that city would cover the initial cost of the ambulance if the townships would need to again make yearly payments of their ambulance contract.

Doug Whiting was present to report that his portable radio needs repair.  Repairing it would cost approximately $180 whereas a new one could be bought for about $600.  The council asked Doug to do some quick research work on fixing and replacing costs before they make any firm decision.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Krueger to adjourn at 8:10 PM.
