Special Council Meeting

The special meeting was called to order at 8:25 AM with all council members present plus Larry Lahman, Doug Whiting and Dale Weber.

Doug Whiting presented the cost of purchasing a radio from GE on a government bid for the police department.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Palmer to purchase this radio at the cost of $613.  The amount of $550 will be charged to the General Fund and the remainder of $63 will be deducted from the Police Budget.

Question has been raised as to the upkeep of the dump road.  Doug will check with the County on this.  (A telephone call after the meeting has assured us that the county will take care of it.)

A complaint had been received regarding all of the snow on the highway by the High School.  MNDOT has approved the city’s removal of this snow.

Arlo Peterson has given us a cost of $435 to complete the work on the floor at the Community Center.  A decision will be made at the February meeting.  Werner will talk to the Senior Citizens about donating part of the cost for this repair.

Dale Weber, representing the Ambulance, asked for a 2-way radio at the cost of $461 under the government bid also.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to order a new radio and deduct from the Ambulance Communications budget.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Palmer to adjourn at 8:50 AM.
