FEBRUARY 1, 1988

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with all council members present.

The minutes of January 4 and 21 were then read and approved with a motion made by Krueger and seconded by Hilgren.  The Mayor received a letter from Paul Julin and Company stating they would definitely audit our books for a maximum $2,800 and would be doing so in approximately March or April.

Shorty Revering was present representing the fire department and informed us regarding equipment that will be needed to better our fire rating.  The State requires a letter signed by the Mayor and received by the 15th of February to test our equipment yet this summer.  This letter will be sent immediately.  Discussion was continued regarding the rating, insurance rates, pagers and other equipment that will be needed.

Gene Payne was present to discuss the pool and felt the area by the pump house should be researched first for the water problem.  He presented a minimum estimate of $5,000 to dig the tunnel plus the use of the city workers to help him find the pipes leaking.  More discussion will follow at a later date.

Larry Lahman presented the fact that about 25-35 houses are only charged minimum on their sewer rates because they have their own water; therefore, do not have meters registering the amount of water entering their sewers.  A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Klein to enforce the ordinance, which states that all city hookups should be metered.  The City will pay for the meters that are put in and the individual is responsible for any plumbing that must be done to install these meters.

The front-end loader has cracks in the manifold causing a possible carbon monoxide poisoning problem to the operator.  Larry will do some checking to find a replacement for this.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Krueger to hire Arlo Peterson to repair the floor in the community center at a cost of $435.  Werner talked to Helen Lyman about a donation toward the project from the Senior Citizens, but nothing definite was agreed upon.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Hilgren to approve Dr. Beers acceptance as Voluntary Medical Advisor for the Ambulance.

Discussion was had on Jeff Lamere’s employment procedures working at the skating rink.  The Park Committee will discuss this with him.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Palmer to set the First National Bank as Official Depository and the Independent as Official Newspaper for the city.  The Mayor has moved Carold Hilgren to the Pool Committee and Ellen Palmer to Weeds and Forestry.  Carold Hilgren will again preside as Acting Mayor.

Furnace repair was again needed in the Liquor Store making it mandatory to call Dregers to clean the furnace and make some repairs.

The December financial statements were presented and it was decided to have a short meeting on Friday, February 5th to approve January’s bills.

City and township valuation sheet and township fire contracts will be presented at the Firemen’s meeting on Thursday February 4th.

Douglas Area Trail Association will have their dedication Saturday February 6th at the Liquor Store.

The Minnesota State Board of Vocational Technical Education has asked for nominations for Minnesota Firefighter Community Service Award.  This was tabled until Friday’s meeting.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Hilgren to adjourn at 9:15 PM.
