MARCH 7, 1988

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by the Mayor with all council present plus Gene Payne, Larry Lahman and Doug Whiting.

The minutes of February 1st were read and approved with a motion made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein.  The minutes of February 5th were read and approved with a motion made by Krueger and seconded by Palmer after a rewording stating Dawn Lamere was hired as temporary part-time help.

Werner made mention of the fact that we will be receiving approximately $30 per month from the senior Citizens towards their use of the community center.

February bills were approved with a motion made by Klein and seconded by Hilgren.  Extra bills paid were Dregers Heating-$431.70, Gene Payne Construction-$100.00, and Bureau of Alcohol-$98.00 with a motion made by Hilgren and seconded by Krueger.

Discussion was held on the skating rink problems and the fact that the ambulance sewer freezeup is an annual occurrence.  The sewer may have to be reworked or moved this summer to prevent this problem.

The Pool Committee will compare our pool rates with other towns to justify a possible rate increase.  An ad will be placed for pool employees for the summer (WSI’s, Lifeguards and Directors).  Klein and Hilgren will talk to Dale Weber about managing the pool this summer.

Gene Payne was present to discuss work on the pool.  He asked for a new blade ($350) plus $25 per hour for his machine and $12 per hour for himself.  The material would be bought by the city.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Palmer for Gene to do the investigative work on the pool.

Larry Lahman presented an article, Lead in Drinking Water, which must be presented to each customer or published three months consecutively to inform them of the hazards of lead in the water.  Tom Myers will give us a quote on a price to publish this.

Larry also had further information and prices on equipment needed to comply with confined space requirements.  Gas monitor, harness, tripod, rope, and contained breather apparatus would cost approximately $3,306 of which $1,900 has not been budgeted.  Larry will try and work on a package deal price with the company.

Mention was made of employees working schedules and breaks.  Larry is responsible for all employees under his supervision to have work schedules filled out and handed in weekly.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to send Dale to St. Cloud for an ambulance workshop at the cost of $60 on 3-25-88.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to allow Karen to attend the annual Municipal Clerks meeting at Alex Radisson on the 23rd, 24th and part of the 25th of March at the cost of $95.

Larry will look into the question of the sand-sealing contract before the due date of March 16th.

Joanne has raised the price of beer and several liquor drinks after a cost increase for the liquor store.  Part-time help is also needed in the liquor store, but we have had no response to our ad.

Maintenance will do some work on the fluorescent lights at the Community Center.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Palmer to adjourn at 9:15 PM.
