APRIL 4, 1988

Regular Council Meeting

 The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Acting Mayor Carold Hilgren with the Mayor and Harold Krueger absent.

The minutes of March 1st, 17th and 31st were read and approved with a motion made by Palmer and seconded by Klein.

Mike Froslee was present to discuss the cost of patching streets (approx. $570) and the tarring of the street north of the elementary school (4,518).  The work would be done possibly in June.  No decision was made.

Ed Bodle questioned the decision to place meters in all unmetered dwellings.  He also questioned the possibility of putting up a steel building on the DriveInn property.  This property is zoned Shoreland Development and cannot be classified Commercial although a business was grandfathered there.

A representative from Thein Well was present to discuss their preventive maintenance program for wells and pumps.  The cost would be $90 for the first well and $30 for each of the other two.  No decisions were made.

Doug requested the city’s approval for the placement of a lighted sign on Hwy 29 for the Hospital.  A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Klein to approve the erecting of the sign.

Police help for the summer will be researched by Doug as usual.

Doug will order a No Parking sign to be replaced by the Napa store and No Driving signs in the Park.

Larry presented information on the self-contained breathing apparatus, tripod and harness plus the possibility of buying one for $500.

Larry discussed a CEP program whereby we could hire Randy Theusch and CEP would pay up to 50% of hid pay for 26 weeks.  Larry will check on actual job layout, hours, unemployment, wages, etc with CEP.

Discussion was held regarding the changing of the restroom facilities to meet handicap accessible standards and adding directional signs at Lake Adley Park at a cost of approximately $1,000.  Proposed motion was withdrawn and project tabled.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Klein to pay March bills as presented.

Palmer and Klein will look into the selling of the old ambulance.  Clerk will call LMC to verify we must advertise for bids.  A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Klein to place an ad for bids if necessary.

Decision on the rental fee of the city buildings was tabled.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Palmer to hand deliver the article Lead in Drinking Water.

Lutheran Social Services is asking for a signed agreement for the Sr. Citizens that we expect no pay for their use of the Community Center for 1988.  No decision was made.

Doug and possibly Larry will attend an LMC workshop on safety, OSHA req., police policy etc. on May 20 at St. Cloud.

The City Clerk will investigate the possibility of an energy maxi-audit on the city buildings.

The lagoon area will be open several weeks from 1-5 on Wednesday s for persons wishing to haul leaves and brush.

Palmer will attend the West Central Leadership Meeting at Moorhead in May.

The Townboard Committee is asking for a representative of the council to attend a meeting regarding the fire department.  Hilgren will attend.

Klein and Hilgren discussed talking to Dick Carland at the Hawley Pool Company.  He would be willing to come and test the lines and tell us exactly where the problems are at a cost of $30 per hour.  A motion was made by palmer and seconded by Klein to contact him for this purpose.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Palmer to adjourn at 9:25 PM.
