MAY 9, 1988

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by the mayor with all council present plus Clara Feda, Doris Wilcox, Dale Weber, Larry Lahman, Doug Whiting, Clifford Lindrud and Gene Payne.

The minutes of April 4, 7 and 21st were read and approved with a motion made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein.  It was decided to continue advertising the opening of the lagoon area until the end of May.

Clara Feda discussed the controversy of building a storm shelter vs. having evacuation plans for the residents of the mobile home park.  The state will send us more information regarding this.  Council did request that she present a cop of the evacuation plans to the clerk’s office.

Doris Wilcox of LSS (Sr. Citizens) requested our signing an agreement for the remainder of 1988 asking no payment from the Senior Citizens for the rental of the Community Center.  Discussion was held regarding the approximate $270 per month the city has paid for utilities at the Community Center.  The Senior Citizens utility program has been delayed until 1989 at which time we would possibly receive $390 for the year and a projected $780 for 1990.  The seniors are still working toward their donation of $100 towards the flooring.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Palmer to sign the agreement.

Medical adviser insurance was the topic of Tim Iverson’s requested hearing.  Northland insurance has offered us a policy at the cost of $1,055 to cover this.  Palmer has talked to LMC regarding this and they request putting a hold on this until after a meeting to be held at the LMC on Wednesday.  The league and city will talk regarding the results of this meeting.

Dale Weber was present questioning the payment five EMT’s are asking for after finishing one year of service.  No forms were sent in within year deadline causing the city not to be reimbursed for the initial schooling cost paid by the city.  Dale will do some more research and Ellen will call Tom Finnell regarding this.  Palmer left the meeting from 8:00-8:30.

Larry Lahman asked for permission to request 4 CEP workers for the summer.  This was agreed upon.  Larry also requested that a letter be sent to Green Thumb and John Swipies giving him a written warning regarding some of his work habits.  This will be done.  Palmer returned to the meeting.  Knapp left the meeting for the evening.

Olson Pool Company from Hawley did some work on the pool preparing it for the summer.  They are to send us a parts book and some parts for the chlorinator and have tiles on hand, which need to be replaced at an approximate cost of $5.89 ea.  Discussion was had on the cost of a reel and cover for the pool which would be about $3,100.  This was table until next month.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Palmer to order a sink and faucets from Randy’s Plumbing for the park bathrooms.  Some repairing will be done on the bathroom walls also.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to adopt the pool policy and the inspection report presented.  Lessons at the pool are to be $10 per individual as stated in the policy.

Whistles for each pool employee will be furnished by the city.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to leave all admittance prices the same as last year per individual and family with no breaks for organizations or groups of any kind.

Discussion on blacktopping and patching was tabled in order to receive more bids.  Larry will contact several others and will also order chloride for gravel streets per motion by Klein and seconded by Krueger.

Doug Whiting has asked to continue employment for Ron Madison on a part-time basis for the summer.  Palmer left the meeting for an approximate one-half hour.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to hire Andy Taylor and Deb Palmer as instructors for the pool.  A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to hire Deb Palmer as pool director with wages set at $5 per hour for director and head WSI, $4 per hour for assistant WSI/Lifeguard and $3.75 for lifeguards.  The pool director will set up scheduling for lifeguards and will meet with the Pool Committee to discuss the hiring of lifeguards.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to increase fire call rates to $300 per first hour call with a maximum of $500.  Notice will be sent to insurance companies in the area informing them of the change.

The Commercial Club is interested in building another shelter at the City Park.  Discussion was also had on the placing of a chain link fence in the park to replace the old snow fence used.  These items were tabled until more information is presented.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to allow Productive Alternatives $50 towards the purchase of flowers for the city’s flower boxes.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to purchase a lot north of Bodles under tax forfeited land from the county for the price of $134.65.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to have the lock changed on the Community Center and issue keys only as necessary.

Clifford Lindrud has requested a building permit to construct a garage with a breezeway on his property.  A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to approve this.

Discussion was held on the counties possibly purchase of optical scan ballot counting equipment.  The council’s feeling was not favorable.  Hilgren will talk to Hub Nordgren concerning this.

Gene Payne had presented two bills regarding the work done in front of the Ponderosa.  According to the ordinances these bills are to be submitted to and paid for by the property owners.  Palmer returned to the meeting.

April bills were presented and approved.  A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Krueger.

LMC Legislative sessions and the LMC Annual Conference in St. Paul were discussed with no definite plans for anyone to attend.

Discussion was held on the possibility of hiring fill-in-help for the clerk’s office.  No decisions were made.

Unleashed dogs seem to be a problem again.  Doug will be informed.

Board of Review will be held on May 24, 1:30 PM.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to adjourn at 10:25 PM.
