Deputy Assessor Angeline Glawe, Carold Hilgren, Ellen Palmer and Karen Meyers were present for the meeting.

Wilbert Kalpin was present to discuss his commercial property value.  The State has raised all commercial property 10% this year so it was felt nothing could be done for him.

Ed Boehland agreed he would have to be disqualified from homestead next year.  His valuation seemed high to him but is comparable to other similar homes in the area.

Dave Matheson was present to request a reduction on his 25’ x 49’ lot next to Nibblers.  He will be informed of action taken after the next council meeting.

Charles Davis was present for Jim Morrissey to question his valuation.  The assessor stated there had possibly been misprint on his card and it had not changed from last year.

Marlene Pooler was present asking about the valuation on their lots on the northwest end of Parkers.  She had further questions regarding the selling of these lots which will be discussed at the next council meeting.

Curt Watt was present to request a reduction on his residence valuation but it was felt his home was valued comparable to home of similar build.

John Chattin was present to request a reduced value on his commercial property.  He was given an increase of 15%, which he felt was definitely high.  The council will make the final decision.  John’s property is assessed at $5.26 per square foot.
