JUNE 6, 1988

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by the Mayor with Ellen Palmer absent plus Dale Weber, George Knox, Roger Smith, Emil Madsen, David Matheson, Tom Myers-Independent, Larry Lahman, Ken Hadley, Doug Whiting, John Meyer, Judi Penrose, Julie Lindgren and Al Nicholson.

Emil Madsen presented the council with remodeling plans for the Midwest Telephone Company.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to approve the plans shown for construction.  The contractor will apply for a building permit when needed.

Roger Smith, representing the Lions Club, was present asking for the approval and use of Larry and the loader to set up a volleyball area in the park.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to approve the volleyball area on the condition the Lions will maintain it.  Ellen arrived at 7:25 PM.  Discussion was held on the replacing of the fence at the park with possibly donations.  Smith and Hilgren will work on this.

Doug Whiting requested a hearing to consider a variance on Commercial East and Otter to allow the Hospital to erect a sign.  All homeowners within 350’ must be notified plus a published article announcing this meeting.  A motion as made by Hilgren and seconded by Palmer to hold this meeting on June 27, 1988 at 7:00 PM.

Dan Mumm is working for the city maintenance to complete community hours that are required of him.

The city will be hearing within the next two weeks regarding the new street signs that are to be erected.

Discussion was held on peddler’s licenses and policy.  Palmer and Whiting will look into this.

It will be required of Doug to have a cage divider in his car by the first of the year.  He was asked to look into the cost and report back at a later date.

Dale Weber requested the council to consider the purchase of a wheelchair stretcher, scoop stretcher, and hare traction for one of the ambulances.  A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Krueger to allow $1,000 toward the purchase of the above equipment.

Palmer will make some calls in Minneapolis this week regarding the medical adviser insurance and the EMT reimbursement problem.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Palmer to pay $210 to each of 5 EMT’s for completing their year of service with the ambulance as EMT’s regardless of the state reimbursement question.

George Knox questioned the council’s idea to place a No Trucking sign in front of his place of business.  No further action was taken at this time.

Larry Lahman reported on the Dept of Health water report.  The state is pushing for a standard plumbing code.  Krueger and Lahman will write a plumbing code, have it approved, and published.

Lahman and Whiting attended an LMC workshop regarding state traffic signs.  The city will be responsible for 10% of the sign costs.

Tom Augustin sent a letter finalizing our one-year probation with MPCA regarding the wastewater facilities.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to approve the purchase of a B-D ½” electric wrench at the cost of $180.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to allow Krueger and Hilgren to decide on the blacktopping work to be done.  Chloriding of the streets should start as soon as possible.

David Matheson asked for a lowering of the value of his 25’ x 49’ lot next to Nibblers.  Chattin Ford also was asking for a lower value on his garage but a motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Hilgren to leave value as is on Chattin Ford and to lower Matheson’s back to 1987 value.

Old water bills were again discussed with a motion made by Palmer and seconded by Krueger to follow city ordinance and insist all bills plus penalty be paid in full or they will be placed on the homeowners taxes this fall.  Hilgren opposed.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to give sewer breaks on the third quarter readings this year only because of the high need for watering.  Palmer opposed.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to accept the minutes of May 9.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to accept the minute readings of May 24 and 27th.  Palmer opposed.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Klein to approve all bills listed as well as one from Fortwengler’s for $454.45.

No discussion was had on the need for nominations for Lake Region Art Council or the energy workshop in Alex later in June.

Inverse condemnation and pollution liability coverage was brought up but dropped for lack of interest.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to allow the clerk to hire incidental help in the office at $4 per hour.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to allow Arlen Lloyd to cut down a dead tree on the boulevard for the wood.  City will remove stump when other trees are removed.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to count ballots manually at this year’s election.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Klein to post notice twice regarding weed problems in city limits.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Hilgren to adjourn at 10:15 PM.
