Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by the Acting Mayor with the Mayor absent plus Judy Lahman and Dale Weber.

The hearing was opened regarding the proposed improvement of erecting a lighted Hospital sign on the corner of Commercial East and Otter, Lot 14, Block 20.  There being no one present to object to the variance a motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Klein to allow the sign to be erected.  Hearing closed.

Department of Transportation has asked that the council be informed of the city’s encroachment on State right-of-way by the placing of the bench in front of Steidl’s Grocery building and the entryway to the Liquor Store.  A letter will follow asking that we correct these problems by the beginning of September.  The Liquor Committee will be responsible for the corrections.

Workers Compensation Insurance for the council was discussed after we received a premium notice of $1,486 from LMC-EBA Insurance Company.  It was felt that a Resolution accepting this insurance was never proposed and therefore this coverage was not valid.  A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Klein to reject this year’s bill and also to ask for the refund of last year’s premium.  A letter will be sent off this week.

Discussion was held on the subject of counting ballots.  Bergerud sent a letter stating there would be no cost for the equipment or for the use of it.  Hub Nordgren will be called regarding this letter and decisions will be made at the next meeting.

Palmer presented some information from the League meeting regarding projects that could be started for the MN 1990 Celebration.  They included a bike trail and historical building preservation.

Several complaints were expressed regarding the use of the pool after hours, is the policeman on duty allowing it, the question of the police in or out of city limits when on duty, and varying their schedules more.  Doug will be asked to be at the next meeting.

Judy Lahman has asked if the city would consider the responsibility of a street light.  Palmer and Krueger will report on this at the regular meeting.

Dale Weber has requested the council’s permission to allow city sewer at Herman Weber’s farm.  Klein and Krueger will check on this.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Krueger to adjourn at 7:35 PM.
