JULY 5, 1988

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order by Acting Mayor Hilgren with the Mayor absent plus Randy Highland, Larry Lahman and Doug Whiting.

The minutes of June 6 and 27th were read and approved by a motion from Klein and seconded by Palmer.

Randy Highland from Paul Julin and Company was present to answer any questions regarding the 1997 audit.  Special assessments will be broken down into a Capital Project Account and a Debt Service Fund on the next audit.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Krueger to approve Dale Weber’s request to apply for a sewer permit at Herman Weber’s farm.

Larry Lahman requested approval for EMT checks of $210 plus tests costs for the seven individuals now attending EMT schooling.  A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Palmer to approve the checks.  Mention was also made that the council will pay for the initial cost of schooling with the individual responsible for the second schooling course in the event the test is not passed.

The pop machine in front of Steidl’s Grocery was moved to the park shelter for the Ambulance Association with council approval.

Krueger and Palmer will check bad sidewalks at the intersections by Turnquists and the Nursing Home for the best way to improve them.

Larry asked for permission to have sand hauled in by Henning from Miltona for the swings at the park the same time they are filling the volleyball area.  This was agreed upon by the council.

Larry will be in charge of marking dead elm trees and will report back with a total to be used for bidding information.

Doug Whiting was present to express a complaint heard regarding abandoned vehicles and other miscellaneous items.  The council asked Doug to talk to the owner about the removal of such items from his backyard.

Discussion was held regarding peddlers license.  The council discourages peddlers but decided no license is needed or required to sell merchandise door to door.  This would allow our local school and organizations to continue selling merchandise for money raising projects.

Doug was again asked to vary his schedule as much as possible and insist that there be no riders in the police car unless previously approved.

Mention was again made of the problem with the pool being used after hours by persons with a key and climbing the fence.  The police will watch this more closely.

Palmer asked for and received a motion by Klein and seconded by Krueger to give the Economic Committee the power to apply for funding that would help initiate monies for the MN 90-city celebration.

Balloting for the fall election was again brought up and a motion was made by Klein and seconded by Palmer to rescind a previous motion to count ballots manually.  A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Palmer to send ballots to Fergus Falls for counting this year at no cost to the city.

The Street Committee recommended that there would be no changes in street light procedure regarding a request by Judy Lahman.

The Building Committee will check into the removal of 18” of the Liquor Store entryway after formal notice from the State has arrived.

Discussion was held regarding the possible purchase of local pagers for the city.  Larry will look into the different types and the price ranges involved.

Mention was made that Joanne has hired Arlene Andreen at $4 per hour for part-time help in the Liquor Store.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Klein to approve the June bills as presented.

It was agreed to place a notice both in the newspaper and on cablevision regarding the renewal of dog licenses and a copy of the animal’s last rabies vaccination.

Palmer agreed to attend the Community Compliance meeting to be held at the High School on July 21, 1988 at 8:00 PM.

The High School has offered the city a regulation basketball hoop, net, and pole to place in the park area.  After some discussion as to where it could be placed, it was agreed that Park Committee would look into this and make a recommendation.

The Ambulance Association has asked that the Police Department be allowed to attend ambulance meetings while on duty if at all possible.  The council agreed this would be no problem.

A motion was made by Klein and seconded by Krueger to adjourn at 9:10 PM.
