AUGUST 1, 1988

Regular Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order with all council present plus Larry Lahman, Doug Whiting, Steve Armour, Gene Payne and Tom Myers-Independent.

The minutes of the July 5 meeting were read and held for approval at a later time during the meeting.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Krueger to approve a Liquor License for the Jaycee’s during the Fall Festival.

A letter was received from DOT stating a September 12th deadline to remove our property off of state right-of-way.  Klein and Hilgren will have the sign north of town moved and Hilgren will hire Rick Lindgren to correct the MLS entryway.

Doug Whiting received a motion from Palmer and seconded by Klein to order the cage for the police car that is needed.  Doug will compare prices in correcting the carburetor problem with the police car.

Gene Payne was present to discuss the storm sewer problem at Marion’s Café.  Hilgren will talk to DOT about this.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Palmer to approve a building permit filed by Marvin Pooler of Showcase Homes for Mark Roach.

Discussion was held on the meter that is shared between Denny’s Barbershop and Jack Pike’s building.  Krueger and Klein will check into this.

The council agreed that everyone using the city buildings should pay according to the rental schedule.  The townships will not be charged, nor groups that are federally funded.  Fareshare will be responsible for a rental fee.

Estimates were received from Jim Cooper Blacktopping of Deer Creek of $3,986.00 for the repair of two intersection roads and blacktopping of the basketball area and from Froslee Blacktopping of Vining for $1,700 for the park and $2,400 for the intersection.  Cooper will be called for the breakdown of his quote.  A special meeting will be called for Friday, August 5 to further discuss this project.

Deb Palmer will have pool games with donated money and prizes during the fall festival.  The salesman will raise prices on the pop machine.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Palmer to pay the Rural Water Association dues of $100.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Klein to drop workers compensation insurance for the council members immediately and send a letter to EBA stating this.  The Personnel Policy will be discussed during negotiations this fall for any other changes.

A complaint has been brought up regarding the problem with bees in the local area.  No decisions were made at this time.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Krueger to buy a dumpster for the city.  Klein will talk to Duane Zuehlke regarding the purchase.

Steve Armour of Brandon Communications presented an estimate for a multi-channel portable pager system the city personnel could use of $1,978.  It was further decided to have Mr. Armour present us with a price that would include five radios for the fire department trucks also.  This will be decided at the special meeting on Friday the 5th.

At 9:10 PM Werner left and Hilgren took over as Acting Mayor.

Larry spoke with the council on a hepatitis B vaccination for the EMT’s that is being presented at the individual cost of $105 for 3 injections.  This was tabled until budget time.  Mention was made of the fact that EMT’s must fulfill 12 month’s service before they’re eligible for reimbursement for their schooling.

An ad calling for bids for the removal of dead elm trees will be placed in the paper and will be presented at the September meeting.

Lahman and Palmer will attend a Rural Water meeting in Morris on the 11th of August for one day at no charge.

A motion was made by Krueger and seconded by Palmer to approve the minutes with the specification that EMT’s must fulfill 12 months worth of service before they are eligible for reimbursement for the schooling.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Krueger to hold Froslee’s check until the patching is complete as specified in his quote.  A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Krueger to pay the rest of the July bills as presented.

The Economic Development Committee meeting has been quite inactive and suggests that other organizations also get involved.  They asked that the city should better advertise what we have to offer.

A motion was made by Palmer and seconded by Klein to adjourn at 9:45 PM.
