Special Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 9:00 AM with all council present plus Steve Armour, Tom Myers-Independent and Larry Lahman.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to approve the building permit requested by St Williams Nursing Home to build a triple garage behind the nursing home office.

Quotes were received regarding the tarring of the basketball area at the park and the intersections by Turnquists and the nursing home.  After some discussion it was decided to drop both projects until next year.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Palmer to install radio systems for the city office and the fire department at a cost of $6,500 plus $150 frequency fee.  A letter will be sent to the townships regarding the purchase of this system.

Discussion was held on the possible problem of children receiving a burn-like rash after being in the pool.  Part of the problem seems to be the lack of showers after being in the pool.  To help alleviate the problem, the amount of chlorine will be cut down during the day.  The pool will remain open as long as feasible after Labor Day.

The question of moving some lights in the park to the horseshoe pits was dropped at this time.

A motion was made by Hilgren and seconded by Klein to adjourn at 9:40 AM.
